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First Generation

1.  John GORDON was born about 1750 in probably Scotland. He died in 1801 at the age of 51 in Kilgarriff, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. It is believed John Gordon was born in Scotland. The family was Catholic. 
According to family lore, he came to Ireland as a horseman with the army of King James II (of England and 
Ireland) and VII (of Scotland), who was Catholic. However, this does not tie in with John's date of birth as 
provided by the family (c.1750, which appears reasonable) because James II was in Ireland from 1689 until 
1690. Perhaps it was John's father or grandfather who came from Scotland with King James's army.

According to another family source, the Gordons were brought to Roscommon from Scotland by Baron de 
Freyne of Frenchpark, the date of their arrival and the reason they were brought over being unknown. What is 
certain is that our Gordons were Catholic, unlike most of the Gordons of Northern Ireland who, for the most 
part, are descended from Scots who had come to Ireland during the Plantation of the 17th century.

To further complicate matters, in Connaught, according to M. O Droighneáin and M. A. O Murchú in 'An 
Sloinnteoir Gaeilge agus an tAinmeoir' (1991), 'Gordon' is an anglicisation of the Irish surnames 'Mag 
Muirneacháin' and 'Mórbhoirneach'.  So perhaps our Gordon family was native Irish rather than Scottish, but 
this does not tie in with the belief held by generations of our Gordons that their particular family originated in 
Scotland. Any information which would help solve this mystery would be much appreciated.

If John or his ancestors did come from Scotland it appears likely they came from Aberdeenshire, with which 
Gordons of the Catholic faith are associated. Based on the unusually high number of DNA matches on 
Ancestry between my husband, Joe Gordon (descendant of John above), and those on their DNA database 
with family connections in Aberdeenshire, I am inclined to believe that Joe's Gordon came from 
Aberdeenshire.

Whether or not John had Scottish connections, another family source tells us that in the 1780s John moved 
with his wife and sons to Kilgarriff from Roscommon town where he had worked as an ostler (tending to 
horses at an inn or stables) and farrier (blacksmith). He did well enough financially in Roscommon to 
purchase a farm in Kilgarriff.

Gordon researchers may be interested in the following entries in the 1749 Elphin census (from 
www.leitrim-roscommon.com) which show there were three Gordon families (all Catholic) living in Tibohine 
at the time of the census (although there is nothing to indicate any connection to our Gordon family):

1. A. Gordon lived in the townland of Clooncagh with his wife and one child under the age of 14.
2. M. Gordon lived in the townland of Aghalour with his wife and four children over 14.
3. J. Gordon lived in the townland of Aghalour with his wife and two children under 14.

Researchers of the Gordon family may also like to know of another Gordon family from Co. Roscommon to 
whom I am unable at the moment to find a connection with our own Gordons: Edward (Ned) J. Gordon from 
Minnesota tells me that his grandfather William J. Gordon was born on 30 June 1852 and died 17 August 
1928. He emigrated from Co. Roscommon to Davenport, Iowa in 1873 where he lived for the rest of his life. 
He owned a blacksmiths and foundry shop in Davenport and in 1881 he married Ellen Elizabeth Layden. 
They had eight children:

Mary Katherine, born about 1882, died 26 November 1940
Winifred, born 3 September 1882, died 1890
Thomas John, born 25 March 1886, died 1889
Loretta Ellen, born 17 Aug 1890, died 30 December 1974
William Alan, born 31 May 1892, died 21 June 1959
John Francis, born 4 September 1897, died 7 June 1982
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Edward Joseph, born 19 March 1900, died 3 December 1976
Lourdes Bernard, born 3 September 1906, died 17 October 1951.

Edward Joseph was Ned's father and he married Margaret Anne Peifer in 1933. They lived in St. Paul, 
Minnesota where Edward Joseph worked as a publisher. Their children were Edward (Ned) John and Richard 
Alan (born 23 May 1938, died 10 June 2006). Ned married Eileen Julia Raidl and they have five children: 
Edward John (father of Genevieve Converse and William Francis), Josephine Ellen Gordon Gilpatrick, 
Stephen William, Mary Eileen Gordon Kellogg (mother of Zachary Darwin) and Julia Margarethe. Richard 
(1938-2006), a medical doctor, married Lori Powell and they had two sons, Michael and John.

Another Roscommon-born Gordon crops up in the 1871 census of England. James Gordon, a labourer, was 
born about 1804 and was living in Whiston, Lancashire at the time of the census. I learned of James though a 
great-great-great-granddaughter of his who was also able to tell me that James was Catholic and had three 
childen with Martha Wright (née Worthington): Martha (who died at the age of 11), Winifred and James. 
James senior died  in 1883. His daughter Winifred married John McDonagh and went to live with him back in 
his native Co. Galway.

Finally, there is a headstone in Kilkeevan Cemetery in Co. Roscommon which has the following wording:
"O Almighty and Eternal lord have mercy on the soul of James Gordon who Depd this life on the 2nd of 
march 1837 agd 29 y a young man who was sincerely lovd and regicled for his conduct this monument has 
been Erected by his loving and beloved brothe Pall [sic] Gordon for him and posterity may he rest in peace 
Amen". Was James connected to our Gordon family? 

 Mary 'UNKNOWN' was born (date unknown). Unfortunately we have no information available on Mary or 
her family.

 John GORDON and Mary 'UNKNOWN' had the following children:

2 i Patrick GORDON was born about 1783 in possibly Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He died before probably 1800 at the age of 17. It is believed that Patrick died 
as a young man, following a fall from a horse.

A marriage record was located in the IGI (International Genealogical Index) for a Patrick 
Gordon who married Eleanor Noon in Loughglynn on 15 April 1818. Although it is thought 
that our Patrick above died as a very young man, is it possible that this marriage record 
relates to him?

+3 ii Cormac or Thomas GORDON, born abt 1785, possibly Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon; died probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

+4 iii John GORDON (caution: relationship to parents and siblings not verified), born abt 
1795, Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married Brigid FINN.
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Second Generation

3.  Cormac or Thomas GORDON (John-1) was born about 1785 in possibly Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He died in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. There is some confusion as to 
whether the son of John Gordon who married Anne Hunt was Thomas or Cormac. According to information 
from family members it was Thomas. However, in the LDS Vital Records Index (VRI), there was a record for 
the christening in Loughglynn in 1817 of a Brigid Gordon whose parents were Cormac Gordon and Anne 
Hunt. But the year of Brigid's christening does not tie in with the approximate year of Bridget Gordon's birth 
provided by the family, i.e., 1830.

According to the VRI, details of the christening (which are in Latin) are:

Thomas (or Cormac) may have had a brother, or other relative, called Martin, who married Elizabeth Hunt 
(same family as Ann Hunt?) because there was an VRI record for the christening in Loughglynn in 1817 of an 
Anne Gordon whose parents were Martin Gordon and Elizabeth Hunt.

According to the Co. Roscommon Heritage and Genealogy Company, the sponsors at Bridget's christening 
(in 1817) were Martin Gordon and Elizabeth Hunt. And at the christening of Thomas, brother of Bridget, the 
sponsors were Patrick Gordon and Mary Hunt. Could Cormac (or Thomas) have had two brothers named 
Martin and Patrick, and could Anne have had two sisters named Elizabeth and Mary? 

 Ann HUNT was born in ABT 1780S in Co. Sligo. She died in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. Unfortunately the only information we have on the Hunt family is that they came from Co. 
Sligo.

Note: The Hunt surname is common throughout the country, especially in Connaught and Munster. The fact 
that it is an English name may account for much of its presence in Ulster and Leinster, but generally it is an 
anglicisation of Ó Fiaich, Ó Fiacha, Ó Fiachna and Ó Fiachra because of their resemblance to the Irish word 
'fiach', meaning 'chase' or 'hunt'. In the mid-19th century, the Hunt surname was most common in counties 
Mayo and Sligo.

 Cormac or Thomas GORDON and Ann HUNT had the following children:

+5 i Patrick (Pat) GORDON, born PROBABLY 1800S, probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
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Roscommon; married Mary FRENCH, 4 Feb 1833, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; died 9 
Jun 1882, Currentorpane, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

+6 ii Martin GORDON (caution: relationship to parents not verified), born probably 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married Bridget FINN, 10 Feb 1836, Loughglynn, 
Co. Roscommon; died probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

7 iii Cormac GORDON was born in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. It is 
probably worth mentioning here that there is an 1841 census return for the household of an 
Irish-born Cormack (sic) Gordon who was living in Cheshire. Given that the name Cormac 
was traditional among our Gordon family it is a possiblity that the Cormack from the 
census was connected to our family. The Cormack from the census was aged 30 and lived at 
The Old Bridge, Wilmslow, Macclesfield. Others in the household on the night of the 
census were Brigid Gordon, aged 30 and Irish-born, presumably his wife; Anne (5), James 
(3) and Patrick (3 months) Gordon, all born in England and presumably his children; and 
James Gordon aged 25 and Irish-born, possibly a brother or cousin. The occupation of both 
Cormack and James is what looks like 'Excaugtor' or 'Excauqtor'. And a death record has 
been located on the FreeBMD website for a Cormack (sic) Gordon who died in Stockport, 
Cheshire in 1853. Could this be the Cormack from the 1841 census?

+8 iv Bridget GORDON, born abt 12 Jul 1817, probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon; died 27 Dec 1902, Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

+9 v Michael GORDON, born 1818, probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; died 13 
Jan 1886, Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon.

+10 vi Thomas GORDON, born 1821, probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; 
married Anne FOLEY, abt 1857; died 23 Mar 1901, probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon.

11 vii Ellen (Nellie) GORDON was born about 1824 in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 24 May 1900 at the age of 76 in Clerragh, Co. Roscommon. 
Nellie never married.

Note: Nellie's year of birth was calculated from the age given on her death record (66).
+12 viii Catherine GORDON (Caution: some children not verified), born abt 1825, probably 

Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; died 6 Feb 1907, Ballaghaderreen, Co. 
Roscommon.

4.  John GORDON (caution: relationship to parents and siblings not verified) (John-1) was born about 
1795 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. My husband has been DNA-matched by Ancestry with a 
great-great-great-grandchild of John's, proving what we had already thought, that John above was closely 
related to my husband's great-great-great-grandfather John Gordon (born about 1750), possibly even being 
his son. Because the type of DNA match ties in approximately with John above being a son of the older John, 
I have listed him as such, but because we have no documented evidence to prove this I had added the caution. 
 John GORDON (caution: relationship to parents and siblings not verified) and Brigid FINN were married.

 Brigid FINN was born about 1798. I have also been told that Bridget's surname was Finan. The names Finn 
and Finan are probably interchangeable.

 John GORDON and Brigid FINN had the following children:

13 i Patrick GORDON was born about 10 Apr 1817 in Tibohine (Fairymount), Co. 
Roscommon. He was christened on 12 Apr 1817.

married Catherine KELLY, 16 Feb 1854, Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon; died 5 Sep 1897, 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

5.  Patrick (Pat) GORDON (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) died on 9 Jun 1882 in Currentorpane, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was born in PROBABLY 1800S in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. Pat owned 761 acres of farmland in Currentorpane, a sizeable property. According to the Irish 
Calendar of Wills and Administrations, 1858-1920, he left an estate worth £1,221 12s 8d. No beneficiary is 
mentioned.

Unless he was a twin, the year of Pat's birth provided by the family (1817) does not fit in with the date of 
baptism of his sister, Bridget (12 July 1817), as provided by the Co. Roscommon Heritage and Genealogy 
Company. It also does not fit in with the births of his children as it is unlikely that he was in his late teens 
when he had his first children. It is more likely, therefore, that he was born perhaps five to 10 years earlier.  
Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Mary FRENCH were married on 4 Feb 1833 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

 Mary FRENCH was born about 1805 in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She died on 4 Jan 1900 at the age of 
95 in Currentorpane, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. According to family sources, Mary was born in 1805, but 
this seems unlikely given that that she was still having children in the late 1850s when she would have been 
in her fifties. Furthermore, according to her death record she died at the age of 90, giving an approximate 
birth year of 1909, meaning she would have had her youngest child at the age of abot 50, which seems 
unlikely. It is probable therefore that Mary was born perhaps around 1815, but this does not tie in with family 
information that Mary was older than her husband.

Family notes state that Patrick and Mary were married in 1844, which appears to be incorrect given they had 
had several children prior to this date. The Co. Roscommon Heritage and Genealogy Company have records 
showing that a Patrick Gordon and a Mary French were married in Fairymount on 4 February 1833, which is 
more likely.

Witnesses to the marriage of Mary and Patrick were Martin Gordon (Patrick's brother?) and Michael Dowd.

 Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Mary FRENCH had the following children:

20 i Robert GORDON was born about 1 Jan 1834 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was 
christened on 1 Jan 1834 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died in probably Australia. 
Robert emigrated to Australia. According to a number of family trees on the Ancestry 
website our Robert died on 11 December 1869 in Champion Bay, Geraldton, Western 
Australia but I have been unable to verify this. Another Robert Gordon, with a middle name 
of Cormac, died in New Zealand on 16 November 1894. The Cormac/Gordon combination 
is unusual and appears to be unique to our Gordon family. Could this be our Robert?

21 ii James GORDON was born about 28 Jul 1835 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was 
christened on 28 Jul 1835 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died before 1855 at the age 
of 20. Because another James was born to Patrick and Mary around 1855, it is being 
presumed that this James died before then.

22 iii Anne GORDON was born about 23 Nov 1836 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She was 
christened on 23 Nov 1836 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. She died before 3 Jul 1850 at 
the age of 13. A second Anne was born to Patrick and Mary in 1850 so it seems likely that 
this Anne died before then.

+23 iv John GORDON, born abt 15 Jun 1838, Currentorpane, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; 
married Mary Josephine O'CONNOR, 4 Feb 1869, Elphin, Co. Roscommon; died 30 Sep 
1895, Mater Hospital, Dublin.

24 v Thomas GORDON was born about 17 Oct 1839 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was 
christened on 17 Oct 1839 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died before possibly 1853 
at the age of 14. A second Thomas was born to Patrick and Mary in 1853 so it seems likely 
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that this Thomas died before then.
+25 vi Elizabeth (Eliza) GORDON, born abt 1841, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married James 

BEIRNE, 28 Jan 1864, Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon; died 1 Apr 1915, Mullen, 
Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon.

+26 vii Patrick GORDON, born abt 1842, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married Maria Ellen 
COX, abt 1871; died 21 Mar 1905, Silchester Terrace, Longford.

GORDON, 11 Dec 1884, Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon; died 14 Aug 1924, 
Aughalustia Lodge, , Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon.

+28 ix Mary Josephine GORDON, born 1849, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married James 
COYNE, 8 Dec 1868, Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon; died 13 Feb 1878, Castlerea, Co.

+29 x Anne GORDON, born abt 3 Jul 1850, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married Martin 
FLANAGAN, 8 Jul 1875, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; died aft 18 Feb 1939, possibly 
Castlerea, Co . Roscommon.

30 xi Thomas GORDON was born about 14 Aug 1853 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was 
christened on 14 Aug 1853 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died in 1905 at the age of 
52 in Ballinafad, Boyle, Co. Roscommon. Thomas was parish priest of Ballinafad, Boyle, 
Co. Roscommon.

+31 xii James G. GORDON, born abt 1855, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married Mary (May) 
Agnes CULLEN, 18 Feb 1881, Ballinameen, Co. Roscommon; died abt 1939, probably 
Kilclooney, Milltown, Tuam, Co. Galway.

+32 xiii Eleanor (Ellie) Mary GORDON, born abt 10 Apr 1857, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; 
married Patrick Joseph CULLEN, 16 Nov 1881, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; died 17 
Mar 1895, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon.

+33 xiv Francis (Frank) GORDON, born abt 31 Jul 1859, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married 
Mary Ellen DOYLE, 22 Jan 1885, Cootehall, Boyle, Co. Roscommon; died 9 Oct 1890, 
Currenturpane, Co. Roscommon.

6.  Martin GORDON (caution: relationship to parents not verified) (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was 
born in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He died in probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. According to a public family tree on the Ancestry website, Martin's parents were Michael 
Gordon (born about 1795) and Winifred Moran (also born about 1795). However, from Ancestry DNA 
matching it appears that Martin was definitely a sibling of Patrick (born c.1807) and Thomas (1821) who I 
have been told by family sources were defintely born to Cormac/Thomas Gordon and Ann Hunt, although I 
have no documented evidence to support this. Further checking would need to be carried out to clarify who 
the parents of all the siblings actually were.  Martin GORDON (caution: relationship to parents not verified) 
and Bridget FINN were married on 10 Feb 1836 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. Witnesses to the marriage 
of Martin and Bridget were were John McDermott and M. Sweeny.

 Bridget FINN died on 21 Dec 1900.

 Martin GORDON and Bridget FINN had the following children:

+34 i Michael GORDON, born abt 5 Jul 1838; married Bridget KELLY, 30 Nov 1865, 
Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon; died 20 Mar 1928, Grangemore, Boyle, Co. Roscommon.

35 ii Mary GORDON was born about 24 Jul 1840. She was christened on 24 Jul 1840 in 
Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. Sponsors at Mary's baptism were Robert Walsh and Anne 
Hunt.

A marriage record was located in the IGI (International Genealogical Index) for a Mary 
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Gordon, daughter of Martin Gordon, who married Denis Donlon in Loughglynn on 24 
January 1864. Could this relate to our Mary above? If so, we know from a family tree on 
the Ancestry website that Mary and Denis had nine children: John (emigrated to Australia), 
Patrick, Martin, Bridget (Australia), Michael (Australia), Thomas, James (Australia), 
Rachel (Australia) and Mary.

+36 iii Charles GORDON, born abt 1844, probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; 
married Mary CONCANNON, 21 Feb 1870, Granlahan Church; died 29 Jan 1893, 
Coolatinny, Kiltullagh, Co. Roscommon.

+37 iv Martin GORDON, born abt 1849; married Anne HANNELLY, 2 Jun 1890, Castlerea 
Church; died 24 Dec 1914, Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

8.  Bridget GORDON (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 12 Jul 1817 in probably Kilgarriff, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 27 Dec 1902 at the age of 85 in Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. There is a baptism record for a Bridget Gordon with the following details:

    Mother: Anne Hunt
But the date of baptism differs from the year of birth provided by the family, which is "about 1830".
Sponsors at the 1817 baptism were Martin Gordon and Elizabeth Hunt. 

 Timothy (Tim) MORRIS was born about 1810 in possibly Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He died 
probably 1 Nov 1880 at the age of 70 in Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. The children born to Bridget 
and Tim, as listed by the Co. Roscommon Heritage and Genealogy Company, shows a gap of about 12 years 
where there were no children born to the couple. This would need to be checked out.

Roscommon. He was christened on 29 Mar 1853 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.

44 vi Mary MORRIS was born about 29 Mar 1853 in probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She was christened on 29 Mar 1853 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.

45 vii Thomas MORRIS was born about 16 Sep 1855 in probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He was christened on 16 Sep 1855 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.

+46 viii Margaret MORRIS, born abt 23 Sep 1858, probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon; married James HELBERT, 31 Jan 1878, Fairymount Church.

47 ix Francis MORRIS was born about 15 Jun 1861 in probably Clerragh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He was christened on 15 Jun 1861 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.
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9.  Michael GORDON (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born in 1818 in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. He died on 13 Jan 1886 at the age of 68 in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. According to a 
piece by Br. Robert Egan, S.S.C. on the New York Heritage website (www.newyorkheritage.com), titled 'The 
Egans of Aughalustia', his ancestor Peter Egan, "On leaving school at the age of fourteen, [he] worked with 
his father on the farm. He must have been a far-seeing, hard-working young man, for in 1840, at the age of 
thirty-one he had sufficient money to purchase a small farm in the townland of Aughalustia, four miles west 
of Cloonfad. This farm was purchased from a family called Gordon. They had been herds for Lord De Freyne 
who rewarded them by conferring on them the ownership of about 600 acres of the best land in Aughalustia. 
The portion that Peter purchased was by no means good, for part of it was wooded and low-lying. What he 
paid for it, I was unable to ascertain. The Gordon land was extensive and fertile. Before the advent of Lord 
De Freyne many Catholics owned that land." Was the Gordon land referred to by Br. Egan the property of 
Michael Gordon above?

There is a 1901 census record for England that gives details of a Patrick Gordon, a 22-year-old farm labourer 
who was born in Aughalustia. It is possible that he is connected to the family of Michael above but I haven't 
been able to establish an exact relationship. The Patrick Gordon from the census was living in what looks like 
the village or hamlet of Woodham in the parish of Yoxall in Staffordshire.

A baptism record has been located for a Cormac Gordon, son of Michael and Mary Gordon (Mary's maiden 
name is not given) who was baptised on 20 July 1852 in Ballaghaderreen. The sponsor was Michael Finn. 
Given the father's and  sponsor's names, there may be a connection between Cormac and our Michael above.
 

 Anne FINN was born about 1827 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 23 Apr 1890 at the age of 63 
in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon.

 Michael GORDON and Anne FINN had the following children:

48 i Thomas (Tom) GORDON was born in probably Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. He was 
christened. The date of baptism as transcribed by the Co. Roscommon Heritage and 
Genealogy Society (31 July 1839) does not fit in with the dates of baptism as transcribed 
for some other members of the family (1860-1867). The actual baptism record would need 
to be checked.

There is a 1901 census record for the household of a Thomas Gordon of Aughalustia, which 
is NOT our Thomas above. Details of the return are as follows:

Martin (son, 12)
This Thomas, whose father's name was Andrew, was born in Co. Mayo and married Bridget 
Henry from Aughalustia on 24 February 1873. They may have inherited Bridget's family 
farm, accounting for thir presence in Aughalustia.

He 
died after 1903 at the age of 43. Sponsors at Michael's baptism were Patrick Gordon and 
Bridget Gordon.

Roscommon. I was told by a family source that Michael and Anne had a daughter named 
Dora. However I have been unable to find any proof of her existence, hence the caution.

+55 viii Elizabeth (Eliza) GORDON (caution: not verified), born abt 1864, probably 
Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon; married Thomas CONNAUGHTON, 19 Feb 1891, 
Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon; died aft 15 May 1915.

56 ix Honoria GORDON was born about 3 Nov 1865 in probably Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon.
 She was christened on 3 Nov 1865 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. I have been 
unable to find any trace of of Honoria after her baptism. However, I see on the Irish 
Genealogy website, www.irishgenealogy.ie, that an Honor Gordon died in the Castlerea 
registration district in 1868 aged two. Was this our Honoria?

+57 x Ellen GORDON, born abt 24 Nov 1867, Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon; married Cormac 
GORDON, 11 Dec 1884, Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon; died 22 Apr 1903, 
Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon.

10.  Thomas GORDON (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born in 1821 in 
probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 15 
Nov 1821 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died on 23 Mar 1901 at the 
age of 80 in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. Sponsors at 
Thomas's baptism were Patrick Gordon and Mary Hunt.

According to the marriage notice in The Auckland Star newspaper of his 
eldest son, Michael, Thomas's address (in early 1889) is given as 

Roughwood Lodge, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. Perhaps Roughwood Lodge was the house inherited by 
Thomas and his wife, Anne (née Foley), from Anne's father.

Thomas left his estate, worth £456 5s to his son-in-law, William Clarke (husband of Thomas's daughter 
Kathleen).  Thomas GORDON and Anne FOLEY were married about 1857.

 Anne FOLEY, daughter of Michael? FOLEY and 'UNKNOWN', was born in 1839 in Breanamore, 
Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. She died on 26 Feb 1885 at the age of 46 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. It is believed that Anne's father was a pig exporter.

It is also thought that Anne was an only daughter. She was possibly an only child because her father left the 
family farm to Anne and her husband, Thomas. However, as a result of a government act of the time (details 
unknown), the farm was distributed amongst others.

Anne died of heart disease at the age of about 45. Her death record tells us that cause of death was 'morbus 
cordis' that had lasted eight weeks. The youngest of her 13 surviving children was only four years old.

62 v Anne (Annie) GORDON was born on 5 Feb 1865 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She was christened on 9 Feb 1865 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. Annie 
entered the convent but it is not known what order she joined. She worked in Sligo initially 
and later served in convents in Central America. Unfortunately we have no further 
information on Annie.

63 vi Patrick (Pat) GORDON was born on 25 Nov 1866 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He died about 1899 at the age of 33 in Liverpool. According to one family 
source, Pat went to Australia in 1895. According to another, he worked for the railroad in 
the Liverpool area and died around 1899 when only in his thirties. Perhaps he did both. I 
was also told that Patrick never married.

However, a Cormick (sic) Gordon was born to a Patrick Gordon and a Hanna M. Powell in 
West Derby registration district in 1913. Could Cormick has been a child of our Patrick 
above? I wonder this because, so far, every Cormac/Cormack/Cormick Gordon I have ever 
come across in the course of my research has been a member of my husband's extended 
Gordon family. Cormick appears to have married Elizabeth E. Staton in Crosby registration 
district in 1941 and they had at least four children. He lived at 55 Harrington Road, 
Formby, Merseyside and he died on 15 August 1980.

66 ix Jane (Jennie) GORDON was born on 17 Jun 1871 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 1 Dec 1964 at the age of 93 in Dublin. She 
was buried in Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin. Jennie, who never 
married, was a domestic science teacher and taught in Sligo for a 
number of years. She retired to Dublin where she lived at 24 Trees 
Road in Mount Merrion.

67 x Theresa (Tillie) GORDON was born on 10 Dec 1873 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She was christened on 17 Dec 1875 in possibly Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. 
She died on 12 Feb 1965 at the age of 91. Theresa was buried in Glasnevin Cemetery, 
Dublin. Tillie was a nurse. She worked in Panama where she travelled by mule and 
delivered babies. She also nursed in Guatemala and later worked in New York. There is a 
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record of Tillie arriving in New Orleans from Cristóbal, Panama in December 1917. The 
ship manifest tells us that Tilly's last residence was Guatemala City, Guatemala.

Another travel record located for Tillie relates to her arrival by ship in New York from 
Ireland on 20 October 1929. She would have been 55 years of age at this time. Surprisingly, 
on the ship manifest her occupation is "Domestic" rather than nurse.

Tillie, who never married, returned to live in Ireland after her retirement.

Apparently Tillie and her sister Jennie, who had been close, had a falling out and their 
relationship was poor thereafter. According to a family source both were "strong-willed" 
women.

68 xi Martha GORDON was born in 1875 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died 
in 1877 at the age of 2. According to records as transcribed by the Co. Roscommon 
Heritage and Genealogy Company, a Martina Gordon (born to Thomas Gordon and Anne 
Foley) was baptised on 18 February 1877 in Fairymount; a Thomas Gordon (also born to 
Thomas Gordon and Anne Foley), born 12 February 1877, was baptised on 7 (sic) February 
1877 in Fairymount. Was there a transcription error? Or were Martina/Martha and Thomas 
twins? Or is the information provided by the family correct, i.e., Martha was born in 1875 
and Thomas was born in 1877?

'UNKNOWN', U.S.; died 1948 (NOT VERIFIED), California.

71 xiv Emma (Sr. Jerome) GORDON was born on 1 Nov 1881 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 19 Jan 1968 at the age of 86 in Dublin. She 
was buried in Sisters of Charity convent cemetery, Donnybrook, 
Dublin. Emma, who may also have been known as Emily, entered the 
convent in 1909, becoming Sr. Jerome. A member of the Sisters of 
Charity order, she worked in Dublin at Linden Convalescant Home 
and St. Vincent's Hospital.

According to the Irish Genealogy website, Sr. Jerome was born on 1 
November 1881 but her headstone says 1882. She is buried in the 
same plot as her first cousin once removed Mother Francis Raphael 
(born Clare) Gordon.

12.  Catherine GORDON (Caution: some children not verified) (Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born 
about 1825 in probably Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 6 Feb 1907 at the age of 82 in 
Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. I have been unable to prove that some of the children listed below were 
actually those of Catherine and her husband, John, hence the cautions. All we know for sure is that they had 
four sons and six daughters. If anyone has any further information their family, I would be very grateful if 
you would email HelensFamilyTrees@gmail.com. 
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 John FLANNERY died before 20 Mar 1902 in probably Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. John ran John 
Flannery & Co., a large drapery and hardware store in Ballaghadereen. The business may also have included 
a pub at some stage. The premises was burned down by an incendiary bomb in 1920, during the War of 
Independence, but were rebuilt and business contined. The shop is now the B. Mulligan & Co. department 
store

I have come across a record of a headstone inscription in Ballaghaderreen Old Graveyard that reads:

In memory of
Mary Flannery
(alias Gordon)
the beloved wife of
Thomas Flannery
of Ballaghaderin [sic]
She departed this life 14th May 1860
aged 49 years
She was a fond wife
and a most affectionate mother
Have mercy on her soul O Lord
erected by her sorrowing husband

Thomas and Mary may have been been connected to our John and Catherine.

His 
age is given as 38, the same age as Bernard; were they twins?

14.  Dominic GORDON (John-2, John-1) was born about 27 Jul 1819 in Tibohine (Fairymount), Co. 
Roscommon. He was christened on 29 Jul 1819. He died on 5 Sep 1897 at the age of 78 in Kilgarriff, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. Dominic and his wife, Catherine, lived in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon where they ran a small farm of 30 acres, much of which was bog. Of their nine children who 
survived to adulthood, three (the three eldest daughters) emigrated to New Zealand, and five settled in the 
United States (including the remaining two daughters). Only James remained in Ireland where he ran the 
family farm.  Dominic GORDON and Catherine KELLY were married on 16 Feb 1854 in Loughglynn, Co. 
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Roscommon.

 Catherine KELLY, daughter of Daniel KELLY and Margaret DOLAN, was born on 23 Nov 1836 in 
Tibohine (Fairymount), Co. Roscommon. She died on 21 Feb 1919 at the age of 82 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon.

 Dominic GORDON and Catherine KELLY had the following children:

It is known that a Gordon family with a son named Cormac was living in West Hempstead, Long Island, New 
York in the 1980s and '90s. The Cormac/Gordon name combination seems to be unique to our particular 
Gordon family so I am wondering if this West Hempstead family is connected to us. The only other 
information I have on this family is that Cormac has siblings named Rory, Patrick, Tara, Shannon and Deirdre.

died 1948, probably New York.

; married Anne (Annie) Eliza DENVIR, 1902, Chorlton, Lancashire; died Oct 1936, 
Manchester.
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Fourth Generation

23.  John GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 15 
Jun 1838 in Currentorpane, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 15 Jun 
1838 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died on 30 Sep 1895 at the age of 57 in 
Mater Hospital, Dublin. John was buried in Shankhill Cemetery, Elphin, Co. 
Roscommon. John farmed in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon in the 1870s and 
1880s. By the time of the 1911 census, however, despite the fact that John and his wife, 
Mary, had a large family, it appears there were no more Gordons left in Sheepwalk as 
no returns could be located for anyone with the surname of Gordon. The ruins of the 
family home in Sheepwalk, which was sizeable, can still be seen today.

John died of pneumonia aged 57. The Irish Calendar of Wills and Administrations, 
1858-1920 tells us he left to his wife, Mary, an estate valued at £3,181 16s.  John GORDON and Mary 
Josephine O'CONNOR were married on 4 Feb 1869 in Elphin, Co. Roscommon. Witnesses to the marriage 
were Pat Gordon and Bee Neary.

 Mary Josephine O'CONNOR, daughter of Martin O'CONNOR, was born in 1843 in probably Ovaun, 
Elphin, Co. Roscommon. She died on 5 Sep 1906 at the age of 63 in Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal. I am told 
Mary's parents lived on a large property in the townland of Ovaun, south of Elphin town. The house was 
called Cherryfield, the ruins of which are still standing today. Mary's marriage record tells us that she was 
from Tobbermulla or Tobbermulia (the handwriting is hard to decipher). I have been unable to find any 
townland of this or similar names on any Roscommon map or townland list so I am assuming that it is a 
subdivision of Ovaun.

According to family members, Mary was a relative of Major General Sir Luke O'Connor who was awarded a 
Victoria Cross for bravery at the battle of the Alma during the Crimean War (1854) and who was knighted in 
1913. However, it is not known how she might be related. If anyone has any further information on Mary's 
connection with Sir Luke, I would be very grateful if you would get in touch by emailing 
HelensFamilyTrees@gmail.com. Thank you.

1901 census records checked on www.leitrim-roscommon.com to find more information on Mary and John 
and their family: the only Gordon household in Sheepwalk is that of a Mary Gordon, aged 55, which ties in 
roughly with the age our Mary would have been in 1901. The children listed in the census return for Mary 
Gordon are Mary (25), John (24), Winnie (21) and Annie (17). Her husband is not listed, indicating he may 
have died, which ties in with the fact that our Mary's huband died in 1895. Winnie is not included in the list 
of the children of John and Mary as provided by family sources, although Mary, John and Annie are listed. 
Although these three names are extremely common in Irish families, it is possible that the the Mary Gordon 
in the census return is our Mary Connor who married John Gordon.

Mary died in 1906 in Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal where her son James, a doctor, and daughter Kate lived. 
She left her estate (valued at £10) to a "Mary Gordon, spinster and James McCann". James McCann was a 
nephew of Mary's and it is likely that the "Mary Gordon, spinster" was her eldest daughter Mary who we 
know did not marry until about 1908.

 John GORDON and Mary Josephine O'CONNOR had the following children:

+102 i Patrick GORDON, born 6 Apr 1870, Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; married 
Winifred (Una) CASSIDY, 30 Jan 1901, St. Michael's Church, Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh; 
died 14 Nov 1912, 4 Rosemount Cottage, New Ross, Co. Wexford.

+103 ii Mary GORDON, born 9 May 1871, Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; married 
James P. MATTHEWS, 30 Apr 1907, Dublin; died 1944, British Columbia, Canada.
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Martin GORDON was born on 25 Jan 1873 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. 
He died in 1918 at the age of 45. I am told that Martin died in 1918 but I have been unable 
to find any information about his death. He would have been only about 44 years of age in 
1918.

+105 iv John (Johnny) GORDON, born 11 Jun 1874, Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; 
married Ann (Annie) O'CONNOR, 27 Jan 1916, Catholic University Church, St. Stephen's 
Green, Dublin; died 12 Jun 1969, Chapel St., Elphin, Co. Roscommon.

106 v James GORDON was born on 23 Apr 1876 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. 
He died on 18 Jun 1955 at the age of 79 in Carrickboy, Ballyshannon, 
Co. Donegal. He was buried in Shankhill Cemetery, Elphin, Co. 
Roscommon. James became a doctor, having studied in Dublin and 
London. Between 1898 and 1902 he was Medical Officer in 
Cliffoney, Co. Sligo, after which he moved to Ballyshannon, Co. 
Donegal, where he became a surgeon at the Sheil Hospital (he had 
become a Fellow of the Royal College of Surgeons in 1906). James, 
who never married, remained in Ballyshannon for the remainder of 
his life. There is a plaque dedicated to him in the Sheil Hospital.

The following evocative description of James is taken, with the kind 
permission of the author, from an article on the Canadian Vindicator website 
(www.vindicator.ca). This site was developed by Ballyshannon-born newspaper editor John 
Ward who, in his youth, knew James, "at six foot six inches a compelling presence as he 
entered sick room or hospital ward. His tall frame carried a lean body, and his long legs 
were normally encased in stockings and knickerbockers...His house was kept by his sister 
in an immaculate state of cleanliness. In pre-telephone days, patients turned up at his 
doorstep without appointments...Such patients were, of course, in a minority. In actual 
practice, if someone was at all ambulatory, consulting a doctor was a rarity in those times. 
The vast bulk of people waited until they were bed-ridden before seeking medical 
assistance, and the good Dr. Gordon, for all his forbidding appearance, was regularly routed 
from his sleep at all hours of the night to make house calls on an emergency basis. During 
'the Emergency', as the Second World War was known in Ireland, he was one of the very 
few who had a petrol allowance that enabled him to continue to drive his motor car in order 
to answer the innumerable emergency calls that were part and parcel of his daily and 
nightly practice. His car could be found all over town, all throughout the countryside, up 
mountainy lanes, parked outside the homes of sick people...He was, for years, the only 
surgeon attached to the Sheil Hospital...There he plied his trade with scalpel and suture, and 
there he left his trademark on many whose appendices were removed by him...In 
Ballyshannon people vied with each other to show their appendectomy scars, competing to 
see which was the largest, thanks to Dr. Gordon's ministering surgery. This is no snide 
comment on the good doctor's work. In the absence of x-rays he believed in seeing with his 
own eyes any other potential danger spots... What is today amazing in retrospect is Dr. 
Gordon's billing practices. Pre-state medicine, pre-hospitalization insurance plans, 
pre-regional health boards and bureaucracies, Dr. Gordon practised medicine the 
old-fashioned way. If you could pay, he billed you. If you couldn't pay, you never saw a bill 
from him. He had been so long in practice, in the town and surrounding country, that he 
knew who could, and who could not."

107 vi
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Catherine (Kate) GORDON was born on 7 Nov 1877 in Sheepwalk, 
Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She died on 22 Apr 1950 at the age of 
72 in Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal. She was buried in Shankhill 
Cemetery, Elphin, Co. Roscommon. Kate, also called Katie, was a 
housekeeper for her brother James. She never married. She and James 
lived in Carrickboy, Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal. Kate has been 
described to me as having been "a very elegant woman".

+108 vii Ellen (Helen) GORDON, born 24 Jun 1879, Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; 
married James MCKEON, 21 Jan 1914, Pro-Cathedral, Dublin; died 10 May 1962, Dublin.

109 viii Ann (Annie) M. GORDON was born on 24 Jun 1879 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 16 Feb 1975 at the age of 95 in Our Lady's Hospice, Harold's 
Cross, Dublin. She was buried in Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin. Annie was Helen's twin. 
Although they both chose a career in nursing I am told they were very different in 
appearance and personality. Helen was petite, for example, while Annie was tall.

Annie, who never married, worked in Dublin and in private nursing in London. She died in 
Dublin at the age of 95.

+110 ix Thomas GORDON, born 15 Oct 1880, Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; married 
Margaret (Gretta) REYNOLDS, 12 Dec 1921, Mohill, Co. Leitrim; died 21 Mar 1937, 
Main St., Mohill, Co. Leitrim.

111 x Cormac GORDON was born about 2 Nov 1881 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. 
Roscommon. He was christened on 2 Nov 1881 in Ballingare, Co. Roscommon. He died on 
6 Jan 1927 at the age of 45 in Dublin. Cormac was buried in Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin. 
Sponsors at Cormac's baptism were James Beirne and Elizabeth Gordon.

Cormac became a medical doctor and had a practice in Elphin, Co. Roscommon prior to his 
appointment as Medical Officer of Ballinameen Dispensary District, Co. Roscommon. 
Owing to failing health Cormac retired early. He was only 45 years old when he died in the 
St. John of God hospital in Dublin. The cause of death was "general paralysis". Cormac left 
his estate, worth, £618 16s, to his sister Kate.

112 xi Michael GORDON was born on 15 Oct 1883 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. 
He died in probably Australia. Michael, the youngest in the family, studied medicine in 
Dublin. However, before he finished his course he emigrated to Australia - without having 
informed his mother - and eventually became a sheep farmer. It is thought he might have 
married in Australia and it is believed he never returned to Ireland.

25.  Elizabeth (Eliza) GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 1841 in 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 1 Apr 1915 at the age of 74 in Mullen, Frenchpark, Co. 
Roscommon. Eliza and her husband, James, farmed in Mullen, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. Like James, 
Eliza died of chronic Bright's disease.  Elizabeth (Eliza) GORDON and James BEIRNE were married on 28 
Jan 1864 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.

 James BEIRNE, son of Patrick BEIRNE, was born about 1835. He died on 18 Feb 1910 at the age of 75 in 
Mullen, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. James died of "Chronic Bright's disease", diagnosed two years earlier, 
and "Heart Failure, 6 hours".
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 James BEIRNE and Elizabeth (Eliza) GORDON had the following children:

113 i Mary BEIRNE was born on 17 Jan 1867 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon.
114 ii Patrick BEIRNE was born on 9 Dec 1868 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon. He died 

before 1872 at the age of 4 in probably Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon. Patrick appears to 
have died as a child as another son named Patrick was born to James and Eliza around 1972.

115 iii Patrick BEIRNE was born about 1872 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon.
116 iv John BEIRNE was born on 25 Apr 1873 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon. John and 

Michael were twins.
117 v Michael BEIRNE was born on 25 Apr 1873 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon. Michael and 

John were twins.
118 vi Frances (Frank) BEIRNE was born about 1876 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon. Frank 

lived in Mullen, Frenchpark.
119 vii Catherine (Kate) BEIRNE was born about 1878 in Co. Roscommon.

26.  Patrick GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 1842 in Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. He died on 21 Mar 1905 at the age of 63 in Silchester Terrace, Longford. Patrick's 
employment as a supervisor with the Inland Revenue meant that he and his family lived in several Irish towns 
as well as in Oldham, Lancashire. In Ireland the family lived in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; Kilbeggan, Co. 
Westmeath; 4 Princes St., Tralee; 4 Emorville Square, South Circular Road, Dublin; and Silchester Terrace, 
Longford.

The following note has probably nothing to do with our Patrick Gordon above, but I am inserting it here 
because it relates to a Patrick Gordon whose father's name was Patrick, and our Patrick above is the only 
Patrick Gordon in my database who had a father named Patrick:

There is an Ellis Island record for a Patrick Gordon who was born in Kilgarriff in Fairymount and who 
arrived in the United States on 22 September 1909 aged 23. He was joining his sister Mary in Brooklyn, and 
his nearest relative in Ireland was his father, Pat Gordon, of Kilgarriff. It is not known if or how the Patrick 
Gordon on the Ellis Island record might be related to our Gordons.  Patrick GORDON and Maria Ellen COX 
were married about 1871.

 Maria Ellen COX was born about 1843 in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She died on 22 Jan 1908 at the age 
of 65 in Silchester Terrace, Longford.

 Patrick GORDON and Maria Ellen COX had the following children:

+120 i Anne Catherine (Annie Kate) GORDON, born 29 Oct 1872, Frenchpark, Co . 
Roscommon; married James John JOYCE, 20 Nov 1895, St. Mel's Catheral, Longford; died 
28 Jan 1931, Dublin.

+121 ii Mary Ellen GORDON, born 12 Jul 1874, Kilbeggan, Co. Westmeath; married M. 
HANLEY.

122 iii Alice GORDON was born on 3 Oct 1875 in Kilbeggan, Co. Westmeath. Alice was a sister 
in the Loreto order.

123 iv Emily GORDON was born in 1878 in Kilbeggan, Co. Westmeath. She died in 1911 at the 
age of 33 in probably Our Lady's Hospice, Harolds Cross, Dublin. Emily entered the 
convent, joining the Sisters of Charity order. She worked at Our Lady's Hospice, Harold's 
Cross, Dublin.

124 v Clare Mary GORDON was born on 20 Dec 1879 in Dublin. She died on 29 Nov 1956 at 
the age of 76 in Sisters of Charity Convent, Seville Place, Dublin. She was buried in Sisters 
of Charity cemetery, Donnybrook, Dublin. Clare entered the convent in 1900, joining the 
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Sisters of Charity order and becoming Sr. (later Mother) Francis Raphael. She worked at 
Our Lady's Hospice, Harold's Cross, Dublin - and, given her Mother title, she may have run 
the hospice for a time. Mother Francis Raphael is buried in the same plot as her first cousin 
once removed Sr. Jerome (formerly Emma) Gordon (1880-1968).

125 vi Patrick GORDON was born about 1881 in Oldham, Lancashire. He died in Jul 1905 at the 
age of 24 in Silchester Terrace, Longford. He was buried in Ballymacormack Cemetery, 
Longford. Patrick was only 23 years of age when he died.

+126 vii Cox Joseph GORDON, born abt 20 Mar 1883, 4 Princes St., Tralee, Co. Kerry; married 
Nellie BATE, 1909, New Zealand; died 1949, Dublin.

127 viii Grace M. V. GORDON was born about 1885 in Silchester Terrace, Longford. Because it is 
known that Grace's parents had four daughters who became nuns, two joining the Sisters of 
Charity and two becoming Loreto sisters, and because we can account for three of the 
daughters who entered the convent (Alice, Emily and Clare), we can say that it was Grace 
or another sister whom we do not know about who was the second Loreto nun in the family 
(as Emily and Clare were Sisters of Charity). We do know that Grace is listed in the 1911 
census as a nurse in the household of farmer John Halpenny of Batestown, Co. Meath.

128 ix J. GORDON (male) was born (date unknown).

27.  Cormac GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 1848 in Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. He died on 14 Aug 1924 at the age of 76 in Aughalustia Lodge, , Ballaghaderreen, Co. 
Roscommon. He was buried on 16 Aug 1924 in Kilcoleman Cemetery, Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. 
Cormac's wife, Ellen, was his first cousin (a daughter of of his uncle Michael). Cormac and Ellen lived in 
Aughalustia and according to family notes, they had four sons and one daughter. There is a 1901 census 
return for a "Cormack" Gordon in Aughalustia with a wife, Ellen, FIVE sons and a daughter listed. It is 
probable that this return relates to our Cormac Gordon and his first cousin Ellen and their family. It is from 
this census return that we have the names and approximate years of birth of Cormac's and Ellen's children, 
and the approximate year of birth of Cormac.  Cormac GORDON and Ellen GORDON were married on 11 
Dec 1884 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon.

 Ellen GORDON, daughter of Michael GORDON and Anne FINN, was born about 24 Nov 1867 in 
Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 24 Nov 1867 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. She 
died on 22 Apr 1903 at the age of 35 in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. Ellen's civil birth record states she was 
born on 20 January 1868 whereas her baptism record is dated 24 November 1867. This may have been 
because the birth, which by law had to to registered within a certain time period following the birth, was 
registered late and in order to avoid paying a fine for late registration, a later birth date (that complied with 
the law) was provided. In general, a baptismal date is more reliable than a birth date, where they differ. 
Therefore, it is reasonable to assume that Ellen was born in November 1867 rather than January 1868.

Ellen and her husband were first cousins. They lived at Aughalustia Lodge in Aughalustia, Ballaghaderreen.

Ellen died of "cardio-hepatic disease", according to her death record.

 Cormac GORDON and Ellen GORDON had the following children:

129 i Patrick GORDON was born on 13 Jan 1886 in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. He died 
before 18 Jun 1973 at the age of 87. I have come across the marriage certificate for a 
Patrick Gordon who may be our Patrick above. This Patrick married in Kirkdale, 
Lancashire on 8 April 1912 and the certificate tells us that his father was Cormac Gordon 
who was a farmer. This fits with our Patrick above. The Patrick who married in Kirkdale 
was a 24-year-old grocer living at 56 Hanover St., Liverpool, and his wife was Hanna 
Maria Powell, a waitress, with an address at 47 Medlock St., Kirkdale, Lancashire. She was 
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a daughter of John Powell, also a farmer. The marriage was witnessed by Moses Bradley 
and Martha Powell.

In my many years of research into my husband's Gordon family I have never come across a 
Cormac Gordon who was not related to my husband's family. My hunch, therefore, is that 
the Patrick Gordon who married Hanna Powell in Kirkdale was a member of my husband's 
family, and was possibly our Patrick above.

A further indication that Hanna Powell's husband might be our Patrick is that the Ellis 
Island record believed to be that of Cormac, brother of our Patrick, tells us that Cormac had 
been living in Liverpool and that his his nearest relative in his home country was his 
"uncle" Patrick Gordon of Liverpool (156 Hatherley St.). Cormac, who arrived in New 
York on January 17 1912, was a grocer, according to the ship manifest. This makes me 
think that "uncle" should have read "brother". Cormac did have two uncles named Patrick 
Gordon (his parents were first cousins) but it appears they both remained in Ireland and in 
any case would have been too old to have been the 24-year-old Patrick Gordon who 
married Hanna Powell in 1912.

Patrick and Hanna had at least one child, Cormac John, born on 19 June 1913 at 17 Seafield 
Grove, Seaforth, Lancashire (this information from Cormac's birth certificate). They may 
also have had a daughter, Mary T., born the following year. Cormac married Elizabeth E. 
Staton in 1941 in Crosby, Lancashire and they appear to have had four children (this 
information from FreeBMD records). Cormac died in Sefton, Lancashire in 1980.

+130 ii Michael GORDON, born 24 Jan 1887, Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon; married Catherine 
(Katie) CUNNANE, 28 Apr 1919, Ballaghaderreen Cathedral, Co. Roscommon; died bef 
18 Jun 1973.

+131 iii John Joseph (Joe) GORDON, born 25 May 1888, Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon; married 
Catherine (Katie) TOWEY, 5 Aug 1931, Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon; died 14 Nov 
1956, Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon.

132 iv Cormac GORDON was born on 5 Jun 1892 in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. He died 
before 18 Jun 1973 at the age of 81. It is posible Cormac emigrated to the United States. 
There is an Ellis Island record for a Michael Gordon who arrived in New York on July 19 
1912 and who was joining his brother, Cormac, in New York. Michael's nearest relative in 
Ireland was given as their father, Cormac Gordon, Aughalustia, Ballaghaderreen.

An Ellis Island record was found for a Cormac Gordon from Co. Roscommon which may 
relate to this Cormac: on January 17 1912, a Cormac Gordon, aged 20, arrived in New York 
- his contact name on the ship manifest is a cousin (with what looks like the "uncle" written 
after the "cousin" William (what looks like) Recole (it is very difficult to decipher the 
contact name) followed by (what looks like) Powill, Somerville, New Jersey. According to 
the ship manifest Cormac had been living in Liverpool and his nearest relative in his home 
country is given as his uncle, Patrick Gordon of 156 Hatherley St., Liverpool. Cormac's 
occupation is given as "grocer".

However, a death record has been found for a 21-year-old Cormac Gordon who died of 
tuberculosis (duration was 12 months) in Aughalustia on 3 July 1913. The informant was 
his brother Thomas of Aughalustia. All of this information fits in with our Cormac above. It 
could be that our Cormac did emigrate to the United States in January 1912 but returned a 
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number of months later, perhaps on becoming ill.

28.  Mary Josephine GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born in 1849 in 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 13 Feb 1878 at the age of 29 in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. Mary 
died at the age of 30 of tuberculoisis.  Mary Josephine GORDON and James COYNE were married on 8 Dec 
1868 in Frenchpark, Co . Roscommon.

 James COYNE, son of Thomas COYNE, was born in 1836 in Co. Galway. He died on 11 Sep 1908 at the 
age of 72 in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. James was a shopkeeper in Castlerea.

 James COYNE and Mary Josephine GORDON had the following children:

135 i Thomas P. COYNE was born on 15 Feb 1870 in Kilkeevin, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon.
136 ii Annie Mary COYNE was born on 25 Oct 1872 in Kilkeevin, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. 

She died on 4 Sep 1881 at the age of 8 in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. Annie died at the age 
of eight of "fever". Her father, James, and his second wife, Eliza, had a daughter about six 
years later whom they named Annie.

29.  Anne GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born about 3 Jul 1850 in 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 3 Jul 1850 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. She died 
after 18 Feb 1939 at the age of 88 in possibly Castlerea, Co . Roscommon. Anne and her family lived in 
Castlerea.  Anne GORDON and Martin FLANAGAN were married on 8 Jul 1875 in Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon.

31.  James G. GORDON (Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born 
about 1855 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He died about 1939 at the age of 84 in 
probably Kilclooney, Milltown, Tuam, Co. Galway. He was buried in Kilclooney 
Cemetery, Milltown, Tuam, Co. Galway. According to the marriage record of his 
daughter Maude, James's middle name was Arthur rather than a name beginning with 
'G', which is what I had been given by a family source who thought the 'G' might have 
stood for Granville. It is known that another of James's daughters, Jo, went by the 
surname Gordon-Granville following her emigration to the United States.

James and his sister, Ellie, married siblings from Frenchpark: James married May 
Cullen in 1881, and Ellie married May's brother, Patrick, a hotelier, around 1883.

James farmed originally in Grallagh in Fairymount, later moving to Kilclooney, Milltown, Tuam, Co. 
Galway. At the time of the 1901 census, he and his family were still living in Grallagh but by the time of the 
1911 census the family was living in Quarrymount, Kilclooney, one of the finest small country house estates 
in Co. Galway. Built about the 1830s, the property (also known as Kilclooney House) became the home of 
the Bodkin family, one of the 14 'tribes' of Galway. In 1881 the house was leased to Edward O'Kelly for 31 
years and by the early 20th century it was in the hands of the Congested Districts' Board who passed it on to 
the Land Commission who in turn sold the house and 220 acres to James. Over the years land was sold off 
and about 1971 James's grandson Henry Gordon sold the house and remaining 20 acres to a builder from 
Tuam. A year later it was sold on to Frank Bermingham who owned the adjacent farm. In 1991 the house, by 
now in a state of disrepair, along with a small parcel of land, was purchased by Michael O'Grady, who began 
a programme of repair and restoration. Unfortunately, due to a lack of funds, Michael was forced to sell the 
property in 2001. The purchasers were Billy and Bernadette Costello who have extensively renovated 
Quarrymount.

It is not known why or how James moved from Fairymount to Kilclooney, about 40 miles away which was a 
considerable distance in the Ireland of the time, especially as James does not seem to have had any 
connections to the Kilclooney area. It has been suggested that James's mother, Mary French, might have been 
related to Lord de Freyne (French is a form of de Freyne) who may have enabled James to purchase it. 
However, I can find no evidence of any connection between Lord de Freyne and James's mother.

James and May are buried in the family grave in Kilclooney Cemetery.  James G. GORDON and Mary (May) 
Agnes CULLEN were married on 18 Feb 1881 in Ballinameen, Co. Roscommon.

 Mary (May) Agnes CULLEN, daughter of John CULLEN and Bridget 'UNKNOWN', 
was born about 1863 in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She died on 31 Oct 1910 at the 
age of 47 in Kilclooney, Milltown, Tuam, Co. Galway. She was buried in Kilclooney 
Cemetery, Milltown, Tuam, Co. Galway. I have been told that prior to her marriage 
May worked as a housekeeper for Lord de Freyne at Frenchpark Demesne.

May died at the age of about 44.

 James G. GORDON and Mary (May) Agnes CULLEN had the following children:

+143 i Ethel GORDON, born 1 May 1882, Grallagh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married 
Thomas (Tom) FEEHAN; died 27 Mar 1978.

144 ii Laura GORDON was born on 11 Aug 1883 in Grallagh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. 
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She died on 7 Feb 1961 at the age of 77 in probably Dublin. She was buried in 
Deansgrange Cemetery, Dublin. It is thought that Laura contracted polio as a child and 
suffered some disability as a result. She is listed in the 1911 census of Ireland as a boarder 
at 10 Gardiners Place in Dublin. Her occupation was 'commercial clerk'.

At some point Laura ran a café in central Dublin called the "Geisha Café." Later in life she 
owned property in flats at 11 Lower Hatch Street in Dublin.

Laura, who never married, is buried in the same grave in Deansgrange Cemetery as her 
sisters Ethel, Freda and Ivy.

He died on 19 Nov 1884 at the age of 0 in Grallagh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. I am 
told Patrick died at birth. HoweverI have been unable to locate a death record confirmomg 
this.

146 iv Bridget (Delia) GORDON was born on 19 Jun 1886 in Grallagh, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. I am told Delia died young but I have no evidence to support this.

+147 v John GORDON, born 24 Nov 1887, Grallagh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married 
Mary 'UNKNOWN', U.S.; died 1964, Kilclooney, Tuam, Co. Galway.

148 vi Winifred (Freda) GORDON was born on 24 Nov 1887 in Grallagh, Fairymount, Co.

149 vii William (Willie) Martin GORDON was born on 8 Nov 1889 in Grallagh, Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. He died on 29 Aug 1918 at the age of 28 in northern France. He was 
buried in Mory Abbey Military Cemetery, France. Amember of the 12th Battalion, Tank 
Corps of the British Army, Willie was killed in World War I. He was initially buried in 
northern France, close to where he died, but in the early 1920s he and others were reburied 
in Mory Abbey Military Cemetery in Mory (between Arras and Bapaume, about two 
kilometres east of the village of Ervillers). His grave number is V.D.29.

She died on 17 Mar 1895 at the age of 37 in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. Ellie and her brother, James, 
married siblings from Frenchpark: Ellie married Patrick Cullen, and James married Patrick's sister, May.

Ellie was only 37 years of age when she died.  Eleanor (Ellie) Mary GORDON and Patrick Joseph CULLEN 
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were married on 16 Nov 1881 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

 Patrick Joseph CULLEN, son of John CULLEN and Bridget 'UNKNOWN', was born 
about 1855 in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. He died between 1911 and 1921 at the age 
of 56 in probably Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. Patrick ran Cullens Hotel in 
Frenchpark from 1876 for about 35 years until his death. It is not known whether the 
hotel had already been run by the Cullen family when he took it over. Business was not 
good in the years leading up to Patrick's death and shortly after he died, his widow, 
Katie (his second wife), and their young family were evicted by their landlord because 
they were unable to pay the rent. Katie and her family later eventually moved to Mohill, 
Co. Leitrim. The hotel building later housed the Frenchpark Post Office.

I have been told by a family source that Patrick died "around 1912" but I have seen on a 
public family tree on the Ancestry website that Patrick died on 18 November 1918 (in Frenchpark). I myself 
have not managed to find any official record of Patrick's death.

He died 
on 9 Oct 1890 at the age of 31 in Currenturpane, Co. Roscommon. Francis was buried in Cloonshanville 
Cemetery, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. Frank farmed in Boho, Ballintubber. However, his probate records 
give his address as Currenturpane, Co. Roscommon (not far from Boho). He left his effects, worth £654 6s 
2d, to his widow, Mary Ellen. He died of heart failure aged just 31.  Francis (Frank) GORDON and Mary 
Ellen DOYLE were married on 22 Jan 1885 in Cootehall, Boyle, Co. Roscommon.

Michael farmed in Grangemore.  Michael GORDON and Bridget KELLY were married on 30 Nov 1865 in 
Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. According to his marriage certificate, Michael's residence at the time of his 
marriage was Clerragh. Witnesses to the marriage were John Gordon and Ann Regan.

 Bridget KELLY, daughter of Michael KELLY and Mary COLL, was born about 1841 in probably 
Cloonarragh, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died on 3 Oct 1930 at the age of 89 in Grangemore, Boyle, 
Co. Roscommon.

 Michael GORDON and Bridget KELLY had the following children:

 Mary MOFFITT, daughter of James MOFFITT and Mary 'UNKNOWN', was born about 1867 in probably 
Cloonfinglas, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She died after 2 Apr 1911 at the age of 44.

Michael and Catherine had been married for three years and had two children born alive, both of whom were 
alive at the time of the census.

He was 22 and was joining a cousin, 
John Gordon, in Washington, D.C. The name of his nearest relative in Ireland is given as 
Edward Morris, an uncle, of Clerragh, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. It is possible that this 
Michael is or Michael above, although our Michael's mother, as far as we know, did not 
have a brother named Edward. If the Michael Helbert who emigrated is indeed our Michael, 
then he may have returned to the farm in Clerragh a couple of years later (see notes on his 
father, James, above for more information). And if if was our Michael who emigrated, then 
it is possible that his cousin, John Gordon, who is mentioned on the Ellis Island record was 
his first cousin once removed who was the son of Thomas Gordon and Anne Foley.

Patrick and Kate had been married for 17 years and had 5 children born alive, three of whom were still alive 
at the time of the 1911 census.

It appears that Annie above, daughter of Patrick and Kate, married a John Meighan and lived in 
Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon as a death notice was located in the Irish Independent archives for an 
Annie Kathleen Meighan, daughter of Pat and Kate Gordon of Aughalustia, who died on 21 April 1928 at the 
District Hospital in Boyle, Co. Roscommon. Burial was in Kilcolman Cemetery, Ballaghaderreeen. There is 
no mention of children in the death notice which would indicate that Annie and John had no children.

Kate may have died on 6 February 1942 as a death notice was located in the Irish Press archives for a 
Catherine Gordon, widow of the late Patrick Gordon, who died on that date at her home in Aughalustia. She 
was buried in Kilcolman Cemetery.  Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Catherine (Kate) ARMSTRONG were 
married on 27 Feb 1894 in Tourlestrane, Co. Sligo.

 Catherine (Kate) ARMSTRONG, son of Francis (Frank) ARMSTRONG, was born about 1862 in probably 
Banada, Co. Sligo.

Anne 
GORDON (caution: not verified) and Dominick BLIGH were married on 17 Feb 1876 in Ballaghaderreen, 
Co. Roscommon.

 Dominick BLIGH, son of James BLIGH and Mary CONRY, was born in 1833 in probably Castlerea, Co . 
Roscommon. He was christened on 8 Mar 1833 in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. He died on 29 Apr 1920 at the 
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age of 87 in Cloonkeen West, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. My late father-in-law, Cormac Gordon (son of 
Cormac Gordon and Mary Morahan), told me around 2001 that his Gordon family was distantly related to a 
Bligh family from Castlerea who were "egglers" (they bought eggs from farmers' wives and sold them on), 
but he wasn't sure of the exact relationship. It is quite possible that Dominick above was a member of this 
family.

However, because this Elizabeth's father appears to have been alive at the time of the 
marriage (Thomas's father is described as deceased on the marriage record whereas Elizabeth's is not), it 
would seem that this Elizabeth was not a child of our Michael who died in 1886.

She 
died on 22 Apr 1903 at the age of 35 in Aughalustia, Co. Roscommon. Ellen's civil birth record states she was 
born on 20 January 1868 whereas her baptism record is dated 24 November 1867. This may have been 
because the birth, which by law had to to registered within a certain time period following the birth, was 
registered late and in order to avoid paying a fine for late registration, a later birth date (that complied with 
the law) was provided. In general, a baptismal date is more reliable than a birth date, where they differ. 
Therefore, it is reasonable to assume that Ellen was born in November 1867 rather than January 1868.

Ellen and her husband were first cousins. They lived at Aughalustia Lodge in Aughalustia, Ballaghaderreen.

Ellen died of "cardio-hepatic disease", according to her death record.  Ellen GORDON and Cormac 
GORDON were married on 11 Dec 1884 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon.

 Cormac GORDON, son of Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Mary FRENCH, was born about 1848 in 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He died on 14 Aug 1924 at the age of 76 in Aughalustia Lodge, , 
Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon.

Roscommon. He died on 25 Jul 1928 at the age of 77 in 97 Lower Leeson St., Dublin. He was buried in 
Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin. William was a farmer and a justice of the peace. He also owned and operated a 
corn mill in Castlemore, Co. Mayo (near Ballaghaderreen). He and Kathleen lived in Castlemore House in 
Castlemore for many years before moving (sometime after the 1911 census, possibly as late as the 1920s) to 
Dublin where they lived at 6 Elgin Road in Ballsbridge.

According to the 1911 census, William and Kathleen had been married for 27 years and had nine children 
born alive, eight of whom were alive at the time of the census (Gordon having died in 1897).

The address where William died, 97 Lower Leeson St. in Dublin, appears to have been a nursing home at the 
time. His home address was still 6 Elgin Road. William died of "appendicitis with peritonitis", 17 months 
after the death of Kathleen.

 William CLARKE and Catherine (Kathleen) J. GORDON had the following children:

248 i Thomas Gordon (Gordon) CLARKE was born on 2 Jun 1884 in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. 
He was christened on 28 Dec 1884 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. He died on 12 Jun 
1897 at the age of 13 in Co. Sligo or Co. Mayo. I have been told that Gordon died in a 
drowning accident while at boarding school in Co. Sligo. However, his death record says 
Gordon died of a cerebral haemorrhage in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. He had just turned 13.

+249 ii John Joseph CLARKE, born 31 Jul 1885, Castlemore, Co. Mayo; married Ellen (Nellie) 
'UNKNOWN', bef Sep 1939; died 1975, probably England.
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Herbert Eustace (Bertie) CLARKE, born 24 Apr 1887, Castlemore, Co. Mayo; married 
Aidita (Ada) Clare RICKARDS, 1913, Sydney, Australia; died 28 Jun 1945, 400 Chapel 
Road, Bankstown, New South Wales, Australia.

251 iv Anne Clare CLARKE was born about 9 Dec 1888 in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. She was 
christened on 9 Dec 1888 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. She died on 12 Mar 1926 
at the age of 37 in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. Anne, who never married, died at the age of 37 
of pneumonia.

1960, England.

253 vi Mary (May) Christina CLARKE was born on 17 Apr 1892 in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. She 
was christened on 7 May 1892 in Ballaghaderreen, Co. Roscommon. She died in 1981 at 
the age of 89 in Brighton, Sussex. May was a doctor and lived in England. She never 
married.

254 vii Kathleen CLARKE was born on 23 Jun 1895 in Castlemore, Co. Mayo. She died in 1987 
at the age of 92 in England. Kathleen was a nurse and lived in the south of England. From 
the 1939 Register we know she was working at the time as a nurse in the household of 
retired colonel George May of Rockingham, Andover Road, Winchester, Hampshire.

1989 at the age of 90 in Hampshire, England. Edie was also called Nuala, and in fact 
insisted on being called Nuala in her latter years. She lived in England and never married.

59.  Bridget (Bea) GORDON (Thomas-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born on 7 Jun 1859 in 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 11 Jun 1859 in Loughglynn, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 5 Sep 1949 at the age of 90 in Clegna, Cootehall, Boyle, Co. Roscommon. Bridget 
was buried on 7 Sep 1949 in Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin (grave OH 71.5, St. Bridget's). There is a record in 
the LDS Vital Records Index for the christening in Loughglynn of a Bridget Gordon, daughter of Thomas 
Gordon and Anne Foley. The date of the christening ties in with the date of birth provided by the family (June 
1859) and not with the information on Bea in the 1901 census which indicates that she was born about 1865.

Bea and her husband, Laurence, lived in Clegna, Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. Bea died at the age of 90, 
outliving her husband, Laurence, by 21 years.  Bridget (Bea) GORDON and Laurence O'HARA were married 
on 18 Jul 1886 in Fairymount Church.

 Laurence O'HARA, son of Laurence O'HARA and Eleanor (Ellen) MEEHAN, was born about 24 Sep 1860 
in Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 26 Sep 1860. He died on 12 Jan 1928 at the age of 67 in 
Dublin. Laurence was buried on 14 Jan 1928 in Glasnevin Cemetery, Dublin (grave OH 71.5 St. Bridget's). 
The O'Hara family is twice connected to another family being researched, i.e., the Gordon family of 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. Laurence married Bridget Gordon; and Mary Morahan, a niece of 
Laurence's, married Bridget's younger brother, Cormac.

It is believed that Laurence spent a number of years in Colorado as a young man.

Laurence died of heart failure at St. Vincent's Hospital in Dublin.

In 1914 a Laurence O'Hara, a farmer and rate collector from Clegna, was charged with the murder of a 
Patrick Farry of Moigh, Co. Roscommon. Mr. Farry was a member of the Carrick-on-Shannon District 
Council and chairman of the Knockvicar Creamery Society, of which Mr. O'Hara had been secretary at one 
time. It seems that on the evening of 26 November 1914 Mr. Farry received a beating from Mr. O'Hara over 
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£10 or £12 which Mr. O'Hara said Mr. Farry owed him from the time he was secretary of the Creamery 
Society (a dispute which apparently had already been dealt with in the Dublin courts). Mr. Farry lost 
consciousness as a result of the beating and woke up in the early hours of the following morning covered in 
blood. He died three weeks later, on 18 December, and Mr. O'Hara was charged with murder. It was 
subsequently determined by a panel of medical professionals that Mr. Farry's death was due to pulmonary 
tuberculosis and was not related to the beating. Mr. O'Hara was thereby acquitted. Could this Laurence 
O'Hara have been our Laurence above?

Local historian Cyril Mattimoe, in his book 'North Roscommon: Its People and Past' [publ. 1992], tells us that 
this Laurence O'Hara who was was the rate collector received gunshot wounds to his leg and back when 
accosted by three men with blackened faces on his way to mass on 5 March 1883. Apparently the attack was 
related to Laurence's work, which sometimes involved the seizure of property for non-payment of rates. 
Laurence had received threatening letters and had been given a police escort but he decided to dispense with 
the escort on this particular day as he thought nobody would harm him on his way to mass. He recovered 
from his injuries but I have not been able to discover if the attackers were ever arrested.

Florence entered the convent, becoming Sr. Margaret.
260 iv Joseph O'HARA was born about 21 May 1892 in Clegna, Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. He 

was christened on 21 May 1892 in Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. He died on 14 Feb 1893 at 
the age of 0 in Clegna, Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. Joseph died of a "cold" at the age of 
nine months.

261 v Josephine (Sr. Austin Camillus) O'HARA was born about 19 Nov 1893 in Clegna, 
Cootehall, Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 19 Nov 1893 in Cootehall, Co. 
Roscommon. She died in 1983 at the age of 90. A Josephine O'Hara, aged 16, who was 
born in Co. Roscommon is listed as a pupil boarding at the Presentation Convent School, 
Tuam, Co. Galway in the 1911 census. This may be our Josephine.

Josephine entered the convent, joining the order of the Sisters of Charity. Her name in 
religion was Sr. Austin Camillus.

60.  Michael John GORDON (Thomas-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born in May 1861 in 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 19 May 1861 in Loughglynn, Co. 
Roscommon. He died on 26 Jun 1938 at the age of 77 in probably Paeroa, New Zealand. Michael was buried 
on 27 Jun 1938 in Pukerimu Cemetery, Paeroa, New Zealand. Michael's relationship with his father, Thomas, 
was said to have been tempestuous, and it led eventually to Michael's emigration to New Zealand. The story 
goes that, against his father's wishes, Michael bought a horse that was a highly regarded jumper. This was 
presumably with his father's money. His father flew into a rage and ordered Michael to return the house to its 
former owner. Michael's response was to charge towards a terrified Thomas on the horse and jump over his 
head. Following this incident Michael decided it was time to leave Kilgarriff. On his next excursion to 
market, with a horse and cart loaded with produce, he not only sold the produce but also the horse and cart. 
With the proceeds he made his way to Dublin where he bought a boat ticket to New Zealand. He never 
returned to Ireland.

Michael was a keen and very skilled horseman and he continued to work with horses when he went to New 
Zealand. He worked initially as an ostler and stable hand in Auckland and much later owned a magnificent set 
of drays which he used in his haulage business in Paeroa. He also maintained his interest in horse-racing for 
the rest of his life.

Michael and his wife, Sarah, remained in Auckland for a couple of years after their marriage but then work 
became scarce owing to an economic recession and Michael and Sarah moved to Melbourne, Australia with 
their son Alfred. Their second child, Albert (Joe) was born in Melbourne. After five years in Melbourne the 
family returned to New Zealand. The economy was improving and Michael was able to set up his haulage 
business. He and Sarah and their family settled in Paeroa.

Michael is buried alongside Sarah, in Section ROC (Roman Catholic?), Plot 563 in Pukerimu Cemetery, 
Paeroa.

It is said that, throughout his life, Michael maintained was of the opinion that, as the eldest son, he had a 
legitimate right to the family farm back in Ireland. This is probably why his son Joe, while on leave in Ireland 
during service in World War I, apparently suggested to his (hospitable) cousins that the farm was by rights his 
father's. Joe's relatives politely changed the subject, poured him more whiskey, and Joe got nowhwere.

Note: There is a record in the LDS Vital Records Index for the christening in Loughglynn of a Michael 
Gordon, son of Thomas Gordon and Anne Foley. The date of the christening (19 May 1861) ties in roughly 
with the date of birth provided by the family (Sep 1860).  Michael John GORDON and Sarah Bridget 
MURPHY were married on 3 Feb 1889 in St. Benedict's Church, Newton, Auckland.
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 Sarah Bridget MURPHY, daughter of James MURPHY and Johanna CRONIN, was 
born in 1866 in Arch Hill, Auckland. She died on 10 Nov 1914 at the age of 48 in 
probably Paeroa, New Zealand. She was buried on 12 Nov 1914 in Pukerimu Cemetery, 
Paeroa, New Zealand. Sarah was only 48 years of age when she died. She is buried in 
Section ROC, Plot 563 of Pukerimu Cemetery in Paeroa.

Lizzie's name was Mary Elizabeth on her marriage certificate.

 John MCDONNELL, son of Alexander MCDONNELL and Ellen KENNY, was born about 1860 in 
Kilmovee, Co. Mayo. He died in Dec 1922 at the age of 62. He was buried in Dominican Abbey Monastery, 
Orlar, Kilmovee, Co. Mayo. John and Lizzie lived in Woodlawn, Kilmovee.

John died following a hernia operation in Dublin.

 John MCDONNELL and Elizabeth (Lizzie) Ellen GORDON had the following children:

Annie never married. She died of heart failure at St. Vincent's Nursing Home in Dublin 
aged 81.

She 
never married. She and her sisters Annie and Emma lived together for many years in their 
home at 102 Morehampton Road, Donnybrook, Dublin.

In 2002 Eva moved to a nursing home in Foxford, Co. Mayo where she died seven years 
later.

Kilgarriff.

Cormac died following a stroke ("hemiplegia (14 days)" and "cardiac failure", as 
specified on his death record).  Cormac GORDON and Mary MORAHAN were 
married on 7 Feb 1906 in Jamestown, Co. Leitrim.

 Mary MORAHAN, daughter of Owen MORAHAN and Margaret O'HARA, was born about 5 Aug 1877 in 
Cloonfeacle, Kiltoghert, Carrick-on-Shannon, Co. Leitrim. She was christened on 7 Aug 1877 in Kiltoghert, 
Carrick-on-Shannon, Co. Leitrim. She died on 20 Jan 1932 at the age of 54 in Dublin. Mary was buried in 
Fairymount Cemetery, Co. Roscommon. Sponsors at Mary's baptism were John Morahan and Jane Murray.

Witnesses to Mary's marriage to Cormac Gordon were John Gordon and Belinda Morahan. Presumably 
Belinda was Mary's sister, Linda.

Mary died in St. Vincent's Hospital in Dublin following complications from a hernia operation carried out at 
either St. Vincents' or the hospital in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. The cause of death, according to the death 
record, was 'strangulated intestinal hernia (5 days)' and 'cardiac failure'.

His address at the time of his marriage (in 1904) was 81 New Ferry Road, New Ferry, Merseyside, 
and by the time of the 1911 census he was living at 54 Watson St. in Birkenhead. The 1939 Register tells us 
he was living at the time at 14 Euston Grove, Birkenhead, and at the time of his death in 1948 his address was 
47 Clee Hill Road, Prenton, Birkenhead.  Thomas (Tom) Francis GORDON and Margaret BLAKELEY were 
married on 4 Jul 1904 in Our Lady of Lourdes and St. Bernard's Church, Kingsley Road, Toxteth Park, 
Liverpool. Witnesses to the marriage were J. Kenny and Anne Sweeney.

There is confusion as to John's exact date of birth. According to the family, he was born on 12 June 1878. 
And according to records as transcribed by the Co. Roscommon Heritage and Genealogy Company, he was 
born on 2 August 1879 and baptised on 10 July 1879. Very often, the date on a baptism record is a more 
accurate indication of a date of birth than the date on an actual birth record. This is because baptisms, which 
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usually took place a day or two after birth, were registered at the time, whereas births were often registered a 
couple of months after the event, by which time the exact birth date was often forgotten. Another explanation 
is that John Gordon who was born on 12 June 1878 died as an infant and his parents had another son on 10 
July 1879 whom they named John.  John GORDON and 'UNKNOWN' were married in U.S..

1935 at the age of 73 in Knockalachta, Ballintubber, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. James was buried in 
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Ballintubber Cemetery, Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. James inherited the family farm in Kilgarriff. According 
to family sources James left Kilgarriff in 1927 or 1928 having negotiated a land exchange with the Land 
Commission. He had wanted better land in order to move from pig- to sheep-farming and was given good 
land (although at a higher rent than before) in Knockalachta, Ballintubber, Co. Roscommon in return for the 
transfer of his Kilgarriff farm to Tom Donnellan, the husband of James's first cousin Winifred Gordon. Tom, 
who already had a holding of land adjoining James's land in Kilgarriff, ended up with an 80-acre property, 
including two bogs, following the transfer. Winifred's nephew Thomas, son of her brother Pat, rented both 
farms for many years before purchasing the property in 1949.  James GORDON and Mary FINAN were 
married on 17 Feb 1896 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.

She met James, her husband-to-be, in Newport and they moved to Whitinsville, a mill town in Massachusetts 
where job prospects were better. They and their family lived on Pine St. in Whitinsville.  Anne GORDON and 
James Joseph MULLIGAN were married on 27 Oct 1896 in St. Patrick's Church, Whitinsville, Massachusetts.

92.  Michael (Mike) J. GORDON (Dominic-3, John-2, John-1) was born on 21 Aug 1870 in Tibohine 
(Fairymount), Co. Roscommon. He died on 29 Jun 1944 at the age of 73 in Brooklyn, New York. He was 
buried in Holy Cross Cemetery, Brooklyn, New York. Mike was the third Michael to be born to Dominic and 
Catherine, the first two Michaels having died as children.

Mike emigrated to the United States in 1891, probably with his sister Annie. He lived for about 10 years in 
Newport, Rhode Island where he worked as a coachman for George Peabody Wetmore at Chateau-sur-Mer, 
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one of the earliest Newport mansions. Mr. Peabody Wetmore served as a governor of Rhode Island for two 
terms in the l880s and as a Senator from 1894 until 1913. The fact that Mike's first marriage, to Delia 
Sullivan in 1900, took place in Washington D.C. - at St. Stephen's Church on Pennsylvania Avenue, not far 
from the White House - indicates that Mike may have spent a good deal of time in D.C. during his 
employment by Mr. Peabody Wetmore. However, Mike appears to have left his job with the Senator not long 
after his marriage as his first child, Catherine, was born in New York City.

In New York Mike and his family lived at 16 Grace Court Alley, Brooklyn Heights, which was rented, before 
purchasing 308 East 39th St., in Flatbush, Brooklyn in late 1906. Mike had continued to work as a coachman 
when he moved to New York but, possibly because automobiles were replacing horses and carriages and the 
job of coachman was becoming obsolete, Mike was working as a railroad guard by the time of the 1920 
census. By 1925 he was a conductor on the B.M.T. (Brooklyn-Manhattan Transit) subway.

Mike is buried in Holy Cross Cemetery in Brooklyn with his second wife, Delia (Finan), their son, Francis, 
and Kitty, a daughter from his first marriage. In the same cemetery is the grave of his first wife, Delia 
(Sullivan), and their infant daughters, Annie and Elizabeth.  Michael (Mike) J. GORDON and Bridget (Delia) 
SULLIVAN were married on 14 May 1900 in St. Stephen's Church, Pennsylvania Avenue, Washington D.C..

 Bridget (Delia) SULLIVAN was born about 1878 in Ireland. She died on 2 Oct 1906 at the age of 28 in 16 
Grace Court Alley, Brooklyn Heights, New York City. She was buried in Holy Cross Cemetery, Brooklyn, 
New York City. Delia died in childbirth aged only 28. Her baby daughter, Elizabeth, lived for just 10 months.

His elder brother Mike was also a caochman in Newport, working for Rhode Island governer 
and later Senator George Peabody Wetmore, but we do not know if John also worked for Mr. Peabody 
Wetmore.  John (Jack) Joseph GORDON and Ellen FITZSIMONS were married in 1900 in New York.

94.  Ellen Teresa GORDON (Dominic-3, John-2, John-1) was born on 6 Jan 1876 in Castlerea, Co. 
Roscommon. She died on 2 Aug 1954 at the age of 78 in Brooklyn, New York. She was buried in Holy Cross 
Cemetery, Brooklyn, New York. Ellen emigrated to the United States at the age of 18. According to the 
family she was very free-spirited and the story goes that she stole the ticket for the voyage from her elder 
sister Anne who was home from the States to visit her parents. This is likely the reason that Anne's name 
appears on the ship manifest when it was actually Ellen who made the journey. Ellen arrived in Newport, 
Rhode Island in June 1894 and was met by her brother Mike who lived there.

It is thought that Ellen found work for the summer of 1894 with the family of Ogden and Mary Goelet, 
possibly caring for their children, until they returned to their New York City home. We do not know how long 
Ellen worked in Newport but by 1898 it appears she had moved to New York as her younger sister Lizzie 
arrived from Ireland in that year and was joining Ellen whose address on the ship manifest is given as 17 
West 55th Street.

Owing to ill health Ellen returned to Ireland for a visit in March 1902. The following month she married 
Michael Garvey whom she had known from her schooldays. It appears Ellen, Michael and their young family 
lived in poverty in Kilkeevin until Ellen's brother John, who was home on holiday with his family in June 
1907, lent them the money for a move to the U.S. The family arrived in New York in October l907, 
accompanied by Michael's sister Bridget.
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The family lived for a time in Manhattan and in 1922 moved to Brooklyn where Ellen's brothers Mike and 
John were living. Ellen and Michael initially lived at 341 East 35th St. in Flatbush and five years later moved 
to 272 East 34th St., to a house they bought from John and where they lived for the rest of their lives.  Ellen 
Teresa GORDON and Michael Joseph GARVEY were married on 7 Apr 1902 in Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon.

 Michael Joseph GARVEY, son of Christopher GARVEY and Bridget CASEY, was born on 17 Apr 1879 in 
Cloonree, Kilkeevin, Co. Roscommon. He died on 8 Jul 1939 at the age of 60 in Brooklyn, New York. He 
was buried in Holy Cross Cemetery, Brooklyn, New York.

95.  Elizabeth (Lizzie) GORDON (Dominic-3, John-2, John-1) was born on 22 Nov 1878 in Co. 
Roscommon. She died in Dec 1957 at the age of 79 in U.S.. She was buried in Calvary Cemetery, Johnson 
City, New York. In June 1898 Lizzie left Ireland for the United States, her sister Ellen having sent her the 
money for the fare. The ship manifest tells us that Lizzie was joining Ellen at 17 West 55th St. in New York. 
Lizzie found employment with a family in New York City and when they moved to upstate New York she 
moved with them and lived upstate for the rest of her life. In the 1920s it is known that she and her husband, 
Dwight, were living in Mohawk, New York.  Elizabeth (Lizzie) GORDON and Dwight TOWNSEND were 
married on 3 Oct 1910 in St. Joseph's Church, Richfield Springs, New York.

 Dwight TOWNSEND died in 1941. He was born in Butternuts, New York. Dwight was a blacksmith.

 Dwight TOWNSEND and Elizabeth (Lizzie) GORDON had the following children:

96.  Patrick (Pat) GORDON (James-3, John-2, John-1) was born about 19 Feb 1856 in Kilgarriff, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 19 Feb 1856 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died 
probably 17 Jul 1910 at the age of 54 in Castlerea, Co. Roscommon. Pat inherited the family farm in 
Kilgarriff, Fairymount (known as Tibohine back then), Co. Roscommon.
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A Patrick Gordon of Kilgarriff who died on 17 July 1910 and left his estate (valued at £92 10s) to his wife, 
Catherine, is likely to have been Patrick above.  Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Catherine ROGERS were 
married on 21 Dec 1881. Witnesses to the marriage were James Gordon and Ellen Rogers.

 Catherine ROGERS was born about 1857 in Co. Roscommon.

 Patrick (Pat) GORDON and Catherine ROGERS had the following children:

+361 i Mary GORDON, born 20 Sep 1882, Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon; married 
'unknown' BRADLEY, U.S.; died U.S..

362 ii Michael GORDON was born about 1883 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He 
died in probably England. Michael emigrated to England.

363 iii Kate GORDON was born on 9 Dec 1884 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. She 
died on 17 Feb 1888 at the age of 3 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. Kate died 
at the age of three of croup.

364 iv Patrick (Pat) GORDON was born on 8 Feb 1887 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He died in New York. Pat emigrated to the United States in September 1909 
aged 23. The ship manifest tells us he was joining his sister Mary in Brooklyn. According 
to family sources Pat was killed in an accident in New York but we have no further 
information on this.

An Annie Gordon, aged 29, died of tuberculosis in Kilgarriff on 11 March 1935. This ties in 
with the approximate year of birth we have for our Ann above. The informat on the death 
record was a Thomas Gordon of Kilfgarriff (relationship to Annie not given); our Ann had 
an older brother named Thomas who farmed in Kilgarriff so I think it likely that the Annie 
who died in 1935 was our Ann above.

97.  Winifred GORDON (James-3, John-2, John-1) was born about 31 Jul 1857 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 31 Jul 1857 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon.  Winifred GORDON 
and Thomas (Tom) DONNELLAN were married on 21 May 1890 in Fairymount, Co. Roscommon.

 Thomas (Tom) DONNELLAN, son of Dominick DONNELLAN, was born (date unknown). Note: I have 
seen Tom's family name also spelled as Donlan.

 Thomas (Tom) DONNELLAN and Winifred GORDON had the following children:

370 i Dominick DONNELLAN was born on 15 Nov 1891 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon.

371 ii Michael DONNELLAN was born on 27 Dec 1893 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon.
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Patrick DONNELLAN was born on 15 May 1896 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. Patrick was a carpenter. He inherited the 80-acre family farm but, as he was 
working in Ballyhaunis, Co. Mayo, he rented the property to his first cousin Thomas (son 
of his uncle Pat Gordon) for many years before Thomas purchased it in 1949.

373 iv James DONNELLAN was born on 15 Sep 1899 in Kilgarriff, Co. Roscommon.

98.  Thomas GORDON (James-3, John-2, John-1) was born about 17 Apr 1859 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, 
Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 17 Apr 1859 in Loughglynn, Co. Roscommon. He died in Apr 1918 
at the age of 59 in Withington, Manchester. Thomas emigrated to England and settled in Ladybarn, 
Withington, Lancashire. He lived all his married life at 6 Edward St. (since renamed Beverly Road) in 
Ladybarn. The 1901 census tells us that was a "Farm Labourer (yard)" but this was crossed out and replaced 
with what looks like "Ag Horse". By the time of the 1911 census he was a carter for Manchester Corporation. 
From time to time, Thomas, who grew up on a farm, kept goats, turkeys and other poultry in the small back 
yard of 6 Edward St.

Thomas died in the influenza epidemic of 1918. He left an estate worth £241 1s to his wife, Mary. Thomas's 
grandson Frederick Beesley, who never knew Thomas as he had died when Frederick was only about a year 
old, wrote of him many years later "The impression I have of him from other relatives is that he was a quiet, 
hard-working man with an equable temperament".  Thomas GORDON and Mary BROWN were married in 
1888 in Burnage Congregational Chapel, Manchester.

 Mary BROWN, daughter of William BROWN and Sarah 'UNKNOWN', was born on 15 Sep 1866 in 
Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester. She died in 1951 at the age of 85 in Manchester. She was buried in 
Southern Cemetery, Manchester. It appears that Mary met her future husband, Thomas, through her parents 
with whom Thomas was boarding. The 1881 census tells us that Thomas was lodging with William and Sarah 
Brown at the time, although Mary herself is not listed. Also listed among the Browns' four lodgers is a Patrick 
Gordon, born in Ireland and possibly Thomas's brother Patrick, although Thomas also had a first cousin of a 
similar age named Patrick.

We know that Mary was living at 6 Edward St. (since renamed Beverly Road), Ladybarn, Manchester at the 
time of the 1939 Register (taken on 29 September 1939). Living with her at the time were her children Annie, 
Mary and John, along with her grandson Frederick Beesley.

Mary is buried in grave no. H1168 in the Catholic section of Southern Cemetery.

 Thomas GORDON and Mary BROWN had the following children:

374 i Annie GORDON was born on 17 May 1890 in Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester. Annie 
entered the convent but left after the death of her sister Kate and returned to the family 
home in Ladybarn. She was very attached to her father's side of the family and spent many 
holidays at the old Gordon family home in Kilgarriff, Co. Roscommon.

Annie was working as a restaurant cook at the time of the 1939 Register.
375 ii William GORDON was born about 1891 in Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester. At the 

time of the 1911 census William was working as a 'tinsmith sheet iron worker'.
+376 iii Catherine (Kate) GORDON, born abt 1893, Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester; married 

Frederick (Fred) BEESLEY, 1910, Lancashire.
+377 iv Mary Agnes GORDON, born 30 Apr 1895, Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester; married 

Eric MILBOURNE, aft 29 Sep 1939.
+378 v James GORDON, born 1898, Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester; married Gladys M. 

KNIGHT, 1919, Chorlton registration district, Lancashire.
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Sarah GORDON was born in 1898 in Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester. She died about 
1903 at the age of 5 in probably Manchester. Sarah, who was James's twin, died at the age 
of five.

+380 vii Thomas GORDON, born 27 Jan 1901, Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester; married Ivy 
RIGBY, 1928, Manchester.

381 viii Francis (Frank) GORDON was born in 1905 in Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester. Frank 
lived in Fallowfield, Manchester.

+382 ix John GORDON, born 18 Jul 1909, Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester; married Annie 
'UNKNOWN'.

100.  William GORDON (James-3, John-2, John-1) was born on 24 Jun 1869 in Kilgarriff, Fairymount, Co. 
Roscommon. He died in 1948 at the age of 79 in probably New York. William emigrated to the United States 
in 1894, settling in New York.  William GORDON and Bridget BRANNELLY were married in 1901 in 
Church of the Blessed Sacrament, W. 71st St., Manhattan.

 Bridget BRANNELLY died about 1953 in probably New York. She was born in Ballygar or Mountbellew, 
Co. Galway.

 William GORDON and Bridget BRANNELLY had the following children:

383 i Mary (May) GORDON was born about 1901 in probably New York. She died about 1953 
at the age of 52 in probably New York. May never married.

+384 ii John GORDON, born 1910, probably New York; married Jane WHITE, 1946.

101.  Cormack (Con) GORDON (James-3, John-2, John-1) was born about 8 Apr 1870 in Kilgarriff, 
Fairymount, Co. Roscommon. He was christened on 10 Apr 1870. He died in Oct 1936 at the age of 66 in 
Manchester. There is a Cormack Gordon listed  in the 1891 census of England who could be Con above. The 
Cormack from the census was born in Ireland, was 20 years of age and was boarding at 52 Lugsdale Road in 
Widnes in Lancashire. He was an "alkali labourer".

Our Con's occupation at the time of the 1901 census was "Van Man Railway", while the 1911 census of 
England tells us that he was a pipe fitter.

Con lived in Ladybarn, Withington, Manchester, not far from his brother Thomas.  Cormack (Con) GORDON 
and Anne (Annie) Eliza DENVIR were married in 1902 in Chorlton, Lancashire.

 Anne (Annie) Eliza DENVIR was born in 1873 in Kendal, Westmorland. She died in 1945 at the age of 72 
in Chorlton, Manchester. Con and Annie have a granddaughter named Anne Dobson.

 Cormack (Con) GORDON and Anne (Annie) Eliza DENVIR had the following children:

385 i Anne (Annie) GORDON was born about 1901 in Withington, Manchester. She died in 
1991 at the age of 90 in Manchester.

died 1975, Brierfield Lancashire.

387 iii James GORDON was born about 1904 in Withington, Manchester. He died in 1953 at the 
age of 49 in Withington Manchester.

102.  Patrick GORDON (John-4, Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was 
born on 6 Apr 1870 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. He died on 14 Nov 
1912 at the age of 42 in 4 Rosemount Cottage, New Ross, Co. Wexford. Patrick was a 
district inspector in the RIC (Royal Irish Constabulary). Although he appears to be 
living in New Ross, Co. Wexford in both the 1901 and 1911 censuses, his daughter was 
born in Dunmanway, Co. Cork in 1903, indicating that Patrick was serving in 
Dunmanway at that time.

Patrick died aged 42 of "general paralysis", the duration of which was one year, 
according to his death certificate.
  Patrick GORDON and Winifred (Una) CASSIDY were married on 30 Jan 1901 in St. 

Michael's Church, Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh.

 Winifred (Una) CASSIDY, daughter of Anthony CASSIDY and Jane MCGURGAN, 
was born about 1878 in Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh. She died on 3 Oct 1950 at the age 
of 72 in 167 Strand Road, Sandymount, Dublin. She was buried in Glasnevin Cemetery, 
Dublin. Winifred was known as Una. She is listed with the family of her husband, 
Patrick, in Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon in the 1901 census, two months after their 
marriage. Patrick was working at that time with the RIC in New Ross, Co. Wexford 
(Royal Irish Constabulary). She is listed with her widowed mother in Dublin in the the 
1911 census, which strangely has Cork as her birthplace, although the 1901 census tells 
us she was born in Fermanagh. I have been unable to find a birth record for her in either 
county on the Irish Genealogy website.

Jim Herlihy's 'Royal Irish Constabulary Officers: a Biographical Dictionary and Genealogical Guide 
1816-1922' includes an entry for Una's husband, Patrick, that includes information about Una herself:

"Gordon, Patrick; RIC 56624...born 6/4/1870, Co. Roscommon; son of John Gordon, Sheepwalk, Co. 
Roscommon; clerk of the Petty Sessions, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon; married on 30/1/1901...Winifred Una 
Cassidy, a native of the Graan, Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh; 3rd DI 29/12/1894; pensioned 23/6/1911; died 
14/11/1912 at 4 Rosemount Cottage, New Ross, Co. Wexford...Winifred Gordon went to Paris and joined the 
American Ambulance Service and returned to Dublin in 1916, nursed the wounded of the 1916 Rising as a 
nurse in the Royal City of Dublin Hospital in Baggot Street. She joined Cumann na mBan and sheltered 
Austin Stack (1879-1929), Deputy Chief of Staff of the IRA (1919-1922) during the War of Independence, 
whom she married in 1925 and he died in the Mater Hospital, Dublin on 27/4/1929."

We also know that Una was imprisoned in Dublin in 1922 for about nine months for her anti-Treaty activism 
during the Civil War.

 Patrick GORDON and Winifred (Una) CASSIDY had the following child:

391 i Aileen Jane GORDON died between 19 Sep 1903 and about 1908 at the age of 0. She was 
born on 19 Sep 1903 in Church St., Dunmanway, Co. Cork. Aileen died as a child. 
However I have been unable to find any record of her death.

103.  Mary GORDON (John-4, Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born on 9 May 1871 in 
Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She was christened on 10 May 1871 in Frenchpark, Co. 
Roscommon. She died in 1944 at the age of 73 in British Columbia, Canada.  Mary GORDON and James P. 
MATTHEWS were married on 30 Apr 1907 in Dublin.
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 James P. MATTHEWS, son of James MATTHEWS, was born about 1860 in Co. Roscommon. The 1911 
census tells us that James was a railway clerk.

Note that I have seen James's surname written as both Matthews and Mathews.

 James P. MATTHEWS and Mary GORDON had the following children:

392 i Mary Dorothy (Dorothy) MATTHEWS was born on 20 Sep 1909 in 18 Upper Gardiner 
St., Dublin. She died in South Africa. Dorothy was a nurse. She was engaged to be married 
when she was killed in a car accident in South Africa.

+393 ii Kathleen Mary MATTHEWS, born 16 Jun 1913, 18 Upper Gardiner St., Dublin; married 
Philip Bernard HUGHES, Canada; died 1989, probably Toronto.

105.  John (Johnny) GORDON (John-4, Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born on 11 Jun 
1874 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. He died on 12 Jun 1969 at the age of 95 in Chapel St., 
Elphin, Co. Roscommon. John, who lived in Ovaun, Elphin, Co. Roscommon, was a well-known farmer and 
cattle dealer. He is remembered as "a very tall jovial man" whose grandnieces and grandnephews enjoyed 
spending time with him on his trips to Dublin from Elphin.  John (Johnny) GORDON and Ann (Annie) 
O'CONNOR were married on 27 Jan 1916 in Catholic University Church, St. Stephen's Green, Dublin.

 Ann (Annie) O'CONNOR, daughter of Michael O'CONNOR and Margaret FAHY, was born on 1 Oct 1891 
in probably Cloonieffer, Elphin, Co. Roscommon. She died on 24 Jul 1977 at the age of 85 in Boyle, Co. 
Roscommon. Annie and Johnny had no children themselves but they raised five of the six orphaned children 
of  Annie's brother Mardy (the sixth child was brought up by another aunt).

108.  Ellen (Helen) GORDON (John-4, Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was born on 24 Jun 
1879 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. She died on 10 May 1962 at the age of 82 in Dublin. She 
was buried in Swords Cemetery, Dublin. Helen, who was Annie's twin, was educated at Loreto Abbey, 
Rathfarnham, Dublin where she was a boarder. She and Annie both became nurses.

Helen and her husband, James, lived with their family in Corballis House, Cloghran, Co. Dublin, a 
17th-century building of architectural significance. Around 1950 the house and 80-acre farm were 
compulsarily purchased by the state as part of its scheme to expand Dublin airport. The house was used for 
the airport's administration functions until it was demolished in October 2007 to make way for he airport's 
second terminal. After leaving Corballis House, Helen moved to Clontarf where she lived for the rest of her 
life. She was very involved in helping to educate African boys for the priesthood, providing financial help 
towards their studies.

Helen died at the Bon Secours Hospital in Glasnevin, Dublin.  Ellen (Helen) GORDON and James MCKEON
 were married on 21 Jan 1914 in Pro-Cathedral, Dublin.

 James MCKEON, son of Joseph MCKEON and 'unknown' CASSIDY?, died on 11 Nov 1945 in Corballis 
House, Cloghran, Co. Dublin. He was born in probably Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal. He was buried in Swords 
Cemetery, Dublin. It is thought that James, a cattle dealer, was from Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal. His address 
at the time of his marriage (in 1914) was Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh.

James died of stomach cancer.

 James MCKEON and Ellen (Helen) GORDON had the following children:
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Marie MCKEON, born abt 1915; married Sydney J. GRAHAM, 1941, St. Colmcille's 
Church, Swords, Co. Dublin; died Nov 1985.

+395 ii Christina (Enagh) MCKEON, born abt 1917; married Francis (Frank) C. DELANEY, 2 
Feb 1942; died 16 Mar 1955, Dublin.

+396 iii Oliver Gordon MCKEON, born 8 Jun 1920, Enniskillen, Co. Fermanagh; married 
Elizabeth Attracta (Attracta) O'HOULIHAN, 24 Oct 1956, St. John the Baptist Church, 
Clontarf, Dublin; died 20 Apr 1983.

110.  Thomas GORDON (John-4, Patrick (Pat)-3, Cormac or Thomas-2, John-1) was 
born on 15 Oct 1880 in Sheepwalk, Frenchpark, Co. Roscommon. He died on 21 Mar 
1937 at the age of 56 in Main St., Mohill, Co. Leitrim. Thomas left school at the age of 
16 and joined the British Army. He served in the Boer War in 1897 after which his 
parents bought him out of the army and sent him to Blackrock College in Dublin to 
complete his secondary school education. He went on to study veterinary medicine (he is 
listed a a veterinary student in the 1911 census return of his brother James who lived in 
Ballyshannon, Co. Donegal) and graduated as a member of the first veterinary class to 
qualify in Ireland (prior to that, Irish students had to go to Edinburgh to qualify as vets).

Following his graduation, Thomas went to Edinburgh for further study after which he 
rejoined the British Army, this time as an officer in the Royal Army Veterinary Corp. His specialty was 
equine medicine. During World War I Thomas was awarded the Military Cross for 'Gallantry and Distinction 
in the Field' and also received a 'Mention in Dispatches'. Immediately after the war, the British government 
sent a variety of experts, including Thomas, to France to help in the setting up of new government 
departments. As a result of his work there, Thomas was awarded the Mérite Agricole in 1919 by the French 
government. In the same year he received the Afghanistan Medal for his services in India. We do not know 
when exactly Thomas served in India but according to his obituary in The Leitrim Observer he contracted 
malaria while there and suffered recurrent bouts of the illness in later years.

In 1919, or shortly thereafter, Thomas retired from the army, turning down an offer of higher rank if he would 
stay. Owing to his accomplishments whilst in the army he was permitted to retain the title of Captain in 
civilian life. He returned to Ireland and set up a veterinary practice in Mohill, Co. Leitrim, where he was to 
spent the rest of his life. His reputation was such that his duties in Mohill included the treatment of the horses 
of the Irish Army. Thomas was also involved in the Royal Agricultural Society of Ireland, and was a judge at 
major horse shows around the country. He was also a well known breeder of dairy shorthorn cattle.

Thomas died aged 56 at his home in Mohill of what was then referred to as 'creeping paralysis', nowadays 
known as multiple sclerosis.  Thomas GORDON and Margaret (Gretta) REYNOLDS were married on 12 
Dec 1921 in Mohill, Co. Leitrim.

 Margaret (Gretta) REYNOLDS, daughter of Michael P. REYNOLDS, was born in 1897 in Rooskey, Co. 
Leitrim. She died in 2 APR 1972 (EASTER SUNDAY) in Dublin. She was buried in St. Patrick's Cemetery, 
Mohill, co. Leitrim. Margaret's address at the time of her marriage in 1921 as Mohill.

Margaret died on Easter Sunday 1972 at the age of about 75. Her address at the time of her death was 
Wainsfort Grove, Terenure, Dublin.

Margaret died in St. Vincent's Hospital, Dublin.

 Thomas GORDON and Margaret (Gretta) REYNOLDS had the following children:

Augustine, Florida. Thomas was ordained a priest in the Holy Ghost order in 1952 and was 
sent to Nigeria to take up the post of pastor in the diocese of Owerri. He spent 16 years in 
Nigeria until the civil war in Biafra erupted. He was one of about 200 missionaries who 
were expelled from the country at that time.

Thomas was then sent to Jacksonville, Florida where he was appointed associate pastor of 
Assumption parish there. In December 1968 he was assigned to the diocese of St. 
Augustine and in 1972 he was appointed pastor at St. Patrick's parish church in 
Jacksonville. He became pastor of Epiphany parish in Lake City in 1977 where he was 
responsible for the mission churches of St. Francis Xavier in Live Oak and St. Therese of 
the Child Jesus in Jasper. In 1985 he was appointed pastor of St. William parish in 
Keystone Heights where he served until his death (of a heart attack).

He died on 5 Jun 1942 at the 
age of 16 in Mohill, Co. Leitrim. James died aged 16 in a drowning accident in a lake near 
Mohill.

She was buried in Deansgrange Cemetery, 
Dublin.  Anne Catherine (Annie Kate) GORDON and James John JOYCE were married 
on 20 Nov 1895 in St. Mel's Catheral, Longford.
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 James John JOYCE, son of John JOYCE and Mary GIBBONS, was born on 3 Feb 
1868 in Cullaghmore, Leenane, Co. Galway. He died in 1936 at the age of 68 in Dublin. 
He was buried in Deansgrange Cemetery, Dublin. James was a shopkeeper in Longford 
town, initially on his own and later in partnership with a brother of his wife, Annie Kate 
(née Gordon), although we do not know which brother. James and Annie Kate 
eventually retired to Booterstown in Dublin. It appears James worked in the insurance 
business following his move to Dublin as the marriage certificate of his daughter Clare

After a voyage of about a month they arrived in India and 
made their way to the Loreto novitiate in Darjeeling. Sr. Berchmans lived in India for the 
rest of her life.

1911 at the age of 0 in Silchester Terrace, Longford. Eithne died at the age of eight months.

He died 
in 1949 at the age of 66 in Dublin. Cox trained as a medical doctor and possibly worked at the Longford 
Infirmirary for a time before emigrating to New Zealand where he worked as a chemist. He lived in 
Wellington, New Zealand for about 30 years before returning to Ireland. It appears his New Zealand-born 
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wife, Nellie, did not move with him to Ireland; she may have died prior to his return.  Cox Joseph GORDON 
and Nellie BATE were married in 1909 in New Zealand.

 Nellie BATE, daughter of Henry BATE and Alice BARNETT, was born about 1881 in New Zealand.

According to the ship manifest, he was 
joining his brother, Cormac, in New York, and his nearest relative in Ireland was his 
father, Cormac Gordon, Aughalustia, Ballaghaderreen. However, a family member I 
have been in touch with had never heard of Michael having gone to the States. It is 
thought by the family that Michael might have gone to Australia at some point, but we 
have no confirmation of this.

A Michael Gordon from Ballaghaderreen, a merchant seaman, who was born in 1887 was awarded a medal 
by the British government for his services during World War I. Could this be our Michael?
  Michael GORDON and Catherine (Katie) CUNNANE were married on 28 Apr 1919 in Ballaghaderreen 
Cathedral, Co. Roscommon.

Michael was, like his father, a civil engineer, and retired as Assistant County Surveyor 
for Co. Roscommon. His listing in the 'Dictionary of Irish Architects 1720-1940' 
published by the Irish Architectural Archive tells us that "he was carrying out work for 
Castlerea Rural District Council by 1910, and in 1915 was appointed an assistant 

county surveyor for Co. Roscommon. He retired from the assistant county surveyorship in 1951 but 
continued as maintenance engineer to the River Suck Drainage Board until his death. He died, rather 
suddenly, on 13 October 1960 leaving a widow, son and daughters."

He 
served at St. Dominic from August 2000 to the present, where he devoted much of his time 
to prison ministry and caring for the sick through hospital, nursing home and homebound 
visits."

Maude is listed with the family of her sister Ivy Hosty in Bootle, Lancashire in the 1939 Register. Presumably 
she had moved in with them as her husband, Harold, was away from home at the time, serving wih the Royal 
Navy.  Maude Eda Angela GORDON and Harold LOWEY were married on 9 Jan 1935 in Holyhead, 
Anglesey, Wales.

 Harold LOWEY, son of Frederick LOWEY and Ann (Annie) PEERS, was born on 19 Sep 1897 in 
Birkenhead, Cheshire. He died on 24 Nov 1941 at the age of 44 in South Atlantic. According to one family 
source, Harold was of Manx origin, but another member of the family has told me that, while the Lowey 
name is common in the Isle of Man, it Harold's great-grandfather Richard Lowey may have come from 
Kilcoo in Co. Down. Richard later settled in Merseyside and married in Liverpool in 1820.

Harold was a naval officer. After his marriage he and his wife, Maude, lived for a time in Malta, where he 
was stationed, before returning to England where he and Maude lived at 255 Chatsworth Avenue, Cosham, 
Portsmouth.

Joe served in France during World War I. From his attestation and other military papers we know 
that he was 5ft 9ins tall with hazel eyes and a dark complexion. He signed up for military service on 13 May 
1917 and, following a period of training in Wanganui, New Zealand, left with his unit for Europe on 13 
August, disembarking in Glasgow, Scotland on 2 October. The Auckland Regiment, of which he was a 
member, arrived in Etaples, France on 8 November 1917. Joe served a total of one year and 289 days 
overseas and returned to New Zealand in 1919. He was awarded the Overseas Service Medal and the Victory 
Medal.

There is a story that at point point during his service in Europe, unable to cope with what he experienced, Joe 
fled to Ireland where he was given refuge by his aunt Sr. Jerome Gordon in St. Vincent's Hospital, Dublin, 
where she worked. She kept him in the isolation ward which the authorities, when they came looking for him, 
were prohibited from entering and so Joe avoided arrest.

Another story, which is likely to be linked to to the above, is that when he was on leave during the war he and 
other soldiers with Irish connections went to Dublin where they were met by relatives and friends who plied 
them with whiskey and generally showed them great hospitality. Joe's army records show that he was docked 
some pay for being AWOL for a few days around this time, which may have been why the authories were 
looking for him. It is certainly true that Joe's war experiences scarred him motionally. He had been a victim of 
gas attacks and other horrors and rarely spoke to his family of his war service. However, he had good 
memories of his brief time in Dublin and always wanted to go back. He returned for his second visit about 50 
years later, in the late 1960s.

Joe and his wife, Kathleen, lived in Auckland for the first few years of their marriage before moving to 
Wellington in the early 1930s. This was during the Great Depression and Joe, who was a carpenter, found 
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himself out of work. Kathleen's widowed father lived in Masterton, about 100km from Wellington, and when 
work became available at the Masterton Timber Mill in 1935 the family moved in with Katheen's father. They 
lived there until the end of 1939 when they moved back to Auckland.

Tom's emigration was unplanned. The exact circumstances of his departure aren't known but his possible 
association with Free State governnment sympathisers (i.e., those who were pro-Treaty) may have led him to 
flee, even though he himself wasn't known by family to have been a supporter of either the pro- or anti-Treaty 
camp. In the course of her research, Kathleen Hegarty Thorne, author of They Put The Flag a-Flyin’, an 
account of the Irish War of Independence and the Civil War as they impacted on Co. Roscommon, came 
across a report of an incident involving a Treaty supporter whose brother appears to have accompanied Tom 
to the States a few weeks later. According to Kathleen, a Peter Sharkey who was a pro-Treaty activist from 
Edmondstown (Kilcolman parish), Ballaghadereen, was shot and badly wounded by anti-Treaty forces in 
September 1922 for apparently not having complied with an order to leave the area. Ellis Island records list 
Tom and a Bernard Sharkey together, Bernard giving as his nearest relative at home a brother, Peter Sharkey 
from Tobracken (in Kilcolman parish), Ballaghadereen. This may well have been the Peter Sharkey who was 
shot, and it may well be that Tom's possible association with him and/or his brother led to his sudden 
departure. It would be 20 years before Tom would see Ireland again.
