Narrative Report for William Hudson (caution: not verified) 12 March 2026

First Generation

1. William HUDSON (caution: not verified) was born in PROBABLY VERY EARLY 18TH CENTURY in
probably Co. Kerry. He died about 1771 in probably Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry. William was from
Bunagara (also spelled Bunagarha and Bunaghara), just east of Listowel, Co. Kerry. His family, who were
Protestant, were related to my Hudson family, who were Catholic - apparently resulting from the conversion
to Catholicism by my great-great-great-grandfather Richard Hudson upon his marriage to a Catholic. It is
possible that William was Richard's grandfather. Marriage between a Catholic and Protestant in the Ireland of
the day would have been unusual and would usually have been met with disapproval from both families.
However, relations between Richard's Catholic family and their Protestant cousins were apparently amicable.

The following information, kindly provided by Hudson descendant and researcher Tom Moloney, gives us the
history of the land ownership of William and his descendants:

William leased a considerable amount of land in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (now Moyvane), Co. Kerry from
William Talbot (of Mount Talbot, Co. Roscommon) and the Sandes family. On 20 April 1771, he assigned the
Kilbaha land to his son Edmund, who seems to have also gone by the name Edward.

The names on the original Bunagara lease, dated 1 August 1758, were William Hudson (i.e., William above)
and his son Edmund/Edward. The townland of Bunagara was entirely owned by the Paul family, whose
estates were located mainly in Co. Carlow, and manuscript volumes in the National Library of Ireland
relating to the Paul estates tell us the Bunagara land was let to the following in about 1776:

1. Samuel Raymond paid a rent of £50 for 114 acres.
2. Richard Hudson (a son of William?) paid £37 for 221 acres.

3. John James paid £43.17s for the 145 acres known as Ross Temple.

The total number of acres is therefore 483. These are actually plantation or Irish acres. To convert to statute
acres we need to multiply by about 1.61. This gives a total of 357 statute acres for Richard Hudson. The total
area for the townland is 782 statute acres. If you look at Griffiths Valuation you will see that this is about 50
acres short of the total area for Bunagarha (833 acres). Researcher Tom Moloney has read that in earlier
times waste land was sometimes left off when surveying land and he believes the figures for the three plots
above are a reasonable approximation of what each person had at the time. Tom Moloney notes that even
though the Hudson plot was the largest in Bunagara, their rent was the lowest. It is reasonable to suggest,
therefore, that the quality of their land was the poorest. Some of Bunagarha is still effectively bog and was
probably even more so back in Richard Hudson's day. In fact in 1777 Richard was given a £9 reduction in
rent for having drained the woods.

According to the late Bill Hudson, another Hudson researcher, whose volumes may be viewed in Tralee and
Listowel libraries, Richard was a son of Edmund, but it seems to me he was more likely to have been a son of
William. Bill also says that William may have had a son who was also named William: "Probably a William
Hudson (not certain) who was reported to have married a housemaid." Bill goes on to say that this William
"may have had at least one daughter who could have been Kate Hudson (1848-1888) who settled in
Philadelphia." However, this could not be the case as William, i.e., son of William above, was probably born
in the mid-18th century and therefore could not have been Kate's father.

Bill's volumes also tell us that by 1960 the Bunagara land leased by William from the Paul family mentioned
above was in the ownership of Patrick Behan, Eugene O'Sullivan and Mick O'Sullivan. However, it is thought
that these three farms amounted to only about 50 acres, so they would have been just a fraction of the total
amount of land leased from the Paul family.

From my own research I see there was another Hudson family who lived in Bunagara, who may have been
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connected to the family of William above. Edward Hudson and Mary Gallivan/Galvin had at least six
children: Ellen (born in 1821), William (1832), Elizabeth (1835), Mortimer (1838), Catherine (1841) and
John (1846). Although we do not know if Edward was born into the Protestant faith, we do know that his
children were baptised into the Catholic church. At the time of Ellen's birth, the family was living in
Bunagara but it appears they subsequently moved to Warren/Warrin in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. It is possible
that Edward was a brother of my great-great-great-grandfather Richard Hudson.

Finally, a note on the Hudson surname in Ireland: it is most numerous in Dublin and East Leinster. It is an
English name meaning "son of Hudd", " Hudd" being a pet form of Hugh or Richard. According to Bill
Hudson our Hudson family came to Kerry from England in the 16th century with Sir Edward Denny who had
been granted about 6,000 acres in the county. William HUDSON (caution: not verified) was married.

William HUDSON had the following children:

+2 i Richard HUDSON (caution: not verified), born PROBABLY ABOUT 1740, probably
Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry.

+3 ii Edward HUDSON, born 1744, probably Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry; married Honora
DOWD, 13 Aug 1784, probably Tralee, Co. Kerry; died 27 Jun 1825, Tralee, Co. Kerry.

+4 iii William? HUDSON (caution: not verified), born ABOUT THE 17508, probably north

Kerry; married 'UNKNOWN'; died probably north Kerry.
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Second Generation

2. Richard HUDSON (caution: not verified) (William-1) was born in PROBABLY ABOUT 1740 in
probably Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry. Richard moved from Bunagara to the town of Tipperary sometime
before 11 September 1793, as a lease agreement from that date refers to him as being of Tipperary town and
shows his Bunagara lands being assigned to David Dillane, Timothy Finucane and John Finucane, all of
Bunagara.

Please note we are only assuming Richard was a son of William of Bunagara and brother of Edward and
another brother who may have been named William. We can safely say, however, Richard was definitely
related in some way to William and his sons based on the content of the 1793 deed.

Elizabeth HANDS (caution: marriage not verified), daughter of 'unknown' HANDS, was born (date
unknown). We know of Elizabeth's existence from a parish record of the baptism of a Mary Hudson in
Newport, Co. Tipperary on 14 July 1797. Her parents were Richard Hudson (spelled Hutson in the registry)
and Elizabeth Hands (although the surname looks like Jones in the register, it is not). This was a Catholic
baptism so we originally thought it had nothing to do with our Richard Hudson. However, Hudson researcher
Tom Moloney later discovered a possible connection between a Hands family and our Hudsons. On 30 July
1821 an Elizabeth Marinane of Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry was baptised in Listowel. The child's parents
were Thomas Marinane (a form of Murnane) and Anne Hutson (sic), and the sponsors were Thadeus Quilter
and Elizabeth Handes.

I have been matched by Ancestry with a number of descendants of Mary above; and while I have no evidence
to prove Anne Hutson was indeed related to my Hudsons, I think it reasonable to assume that, given the
Bunagara connection and the DNA matching, it is likely she was.

On 27 June 1824, in Tralee, another child of Thomas and Anne's was baptised. Her name was Ann; the
sponsors were Daniel Almon and Elizabeth Hudson; and the family's address was Tralee. Of course none of
this proves that the family of Elizabeth Hands whose child was baptised in Newport in 1797 is connected to
the family of Elizabeth Handes who was a sponsor of Elizabeth Marinane in 1821, but the Hands/Handes
surname is quite unusual in Ireland so the above is worth noting.

Interestingly, there was a baptism in Listowel on 30 January 1860 of an Elizabeth Hudson, daughter of
another Richard Hudson and Elizabeth Hands. Unfortunately I have been unable to figure out who this
Richard was.

Richard HUDSON and Elizabeth HANDS had the following children:

+5 i Richard HUDSON (caution: relationship to parents and siblings not verified), born
ABOUT 17808, north Kerry; married Margaret FINUCANE, abt 1815, north Kerry; died
bef 1853, probably Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.

+6 ii Edmund/Edward HUDSON (caution: not verified), born abt 1790, north Co. Kerry;
married Mary GALLIVAN (caution: relationship to brother John not verified); died abt
1851, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry.

+7 iii. Mary HUDSON, born abt 14 Jul 1797, probably Newport, Co. Tipperary; married Thomas
CAPLIS, 7 Feb 1815, Newport, Co. Tipperary.
+8 iv Elizabeth HUDSON (caution: not verified), born bef prob 1815, north Co. Kerry;

married Thomas WHELAN, bef 1832; died aft 15 Oct 1834.

3. Edward HUDSON (William-1) was born in 1744 in probably Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry. He died on
27 Jun 1825 at the age of 81 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was buried on 29 Jun 1825 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. On 29
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September 1774 Edward renewed his 1771 lease with William Talbot of Mount Talbot, Co. Roscommon
whereby he took out a 19-year lease agreement to acquire the tenant rights to the Kilbaha land which had
formerly been in the possession of his father, William, for at least three decades prior to 1771.

Although the 1771 deed refers to Edward as being from Tralee. Co. Kerry, Hudson researcher Bill Hudson
tells us he was living in Kilbaha prior to his marriage in 1784, and a 1794 deed gives his address as Laccabeg
(also spelled Lackabeg), Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry. Edward and his family later settled in Tralee, Co. Kerry
where Edward prospered as a businessman and landlord. He owned property on the Mall, Tralee, in Lackabeg
and in Kilbaha. He probably also owned or leased properties in West Clounalour and North Gallows Green,
Tralee as an Edward Hudson is listed as owner of these lands in a Tithe Applotment Book dated 1823, two
years before his death (his son Edward probably being too young, at 21, to be the owner).

Edward's Laccabeg property was rented from the Crosbie family. What may be described as the Crosbies' rent
book for the years 1805-1812 has been studied by a fellow Hudson researcher at the National Library in
Dublin in the hope of learning more about the Hudson family. Unfortunately no further information has been
gleaned but, in case it is helpful in the future, the book tells us the lease on Laccabeg land dated from 23 May
1788. The rent was initially £60 but later abated to £52. In addition to the cash payment, there was also one in
kind which consisted of five slane of turf, 20 pecks of meal, one goose and a couple of pullets. As was
common in the 18th century the lease was for three lives. In this case the three lives were John C. Graves, 2nd
son of Dean Graves; John Hamilton, aged 18, son of John Hamilton of Kilcolgan; and Edward's wife, Honora.

Edward HUDSON and Honora DOWD were married on 13 Aug 1784 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry.
Edward and Honora's marriage settlement read as follows:

Marriage settlement. 13 August 1784, between:

Edmond (interchangeable with Edward) Hudson, Kilbagha (sic), Co. Kerry, gent. of the 1st part
Darbey Dowd, Tralee. Co. Kerry and

Honora Dowd, spinster, his only daughter of the 2nd part

John Sullivan, Ballylongford, Co. Kerry, gent.

Rev. John Blennerhassett, Tralee, clerk Trustee of the 3rd part

Marriage intended between sd. Edward Hudson and Hanora Dowd. Reciting that W. Talbot of Mt. Talbot, Co.
Roscommon obtained a lease from the Provost, Fellows & Scholars of Trinity College, Dublin, of the lands of
Kilbaha for the term of 21 years from 1st May 1774 and that the sd. W. Talbot demised unto sd. Edward
Hudson the sd. Lands to hold for the term of 19 years from 29th September 1774 at the yearly rent of £23.5.9.
In consideration of Marriage portion of £300 the sd. Edward Hudson assigned to the sd. Trustees the lands of
Kilbagha to hold in trust and to pay to sd. Hanora Dowd an annuity of £20, should she survive him.

Reg. 6 November 1787 386. 395. 2580950.

From the above we learn that Edward was living in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes, Co. Kerry at the time of the
marriage.

Honora DOWD, daughter of Darby DOWD, was born about 1763 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died
in Oct 1825 at the age of 62 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. She was buried on 25 Oct 1825 in Tralee, Co.
Kerry. Hanora, an only daughter, was about 20 years younger than her husband, Edward. It appears they lived
with their family for a time in Lackabeg, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry prior to 10 November 1794 as this is the
address given for Edward on a dowry-related document from this date. However, Edward and his growing
family had moved to Tralee by 1794 as Edward had acquired the rights to the Dowd family home on the Mall,
as per the dowry agreement, and the family moved in with Honora's father.

Honora died just four months after her husband, Edward.

Edward HUDSON and Honora DOWD had the following children:
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Catherine HUDSON was born about 1786 in probably Lackabeg, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry.
She died in Apr 1848 at the age of 62 in probably Strand St., Tralee, Co. Kerry. She was
buried on 30 Apr 1848 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Catherine lived in Strand St., Tralee (probably
in Gortmore House, the family home). She never married.

+10 ii Margaret HUDSON, born abt 7 Oct 1787, probably Lackabeg, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry;
married James TIDMARSH (caution: relationship to John Tidmarsh and Mary Eager not
verified), 10 Aug 1822; died abt 1863.

+11 iii Sarah HUDSON, born abt 1790, probably Lackabeg, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry; married
William COX, 29 Aug 1835, Tralee, Co. Kerry; died 29 Mar 1848, Henry St., Cork.
+12 iv. Anne HUDSON, born abt 1794, Tralee, Co. Kerry; married John Spring HICKSON, 15
Feb 1833, Tralee, Co. Kerry; died 15 Jul 1846, 37 Warren Place, Cork.
13 v William HUDSON was born about 16 Oct 1796 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was christened on

16 Oct 1796 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He died before Aug 1805 at the age of 8 in probably Co.
Kerry. William must have died as a child as Edward and Honora had another son nine years
after William's birth whom they also named William (who also died as a child).

14 vi Jane HUDSON was born about 25 Feb 1799 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She was christened on
25 Feb 1799 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died on 11 Dec 1849 at the age of 50 in probably
Strand St., Tralee, Co. Kerry. Jane was buried on 15 Dec 1849 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Jane,
who never married, lived in Strand St., Tralee.

+15 vii Edward HUDSON, born abt 17 Dec 1801, Tralee, Co. Kerry; married Sarah HICKSON,

15 Aug 1838, Blennerville, Tralee, Co. Kerry; died 30 Jul 1871, Strand St., Tralee, Co.
Kerry.

16 viii Hanora HUDSON was born about 1802 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died on 21 Jan 1880 at
the age of 78 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Hanora, who lived on Nelson St., Tralee, Co. Kerry,
never married.

An announcement of her death in the Tralee Chronicle tells us Hanora died "at her
residence, Nelson-Street, at an advanced age, after a long and painful illness".

17 ix William HUDSON was born in Aug 1805 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He died in Jul 1806 at the
age of 0 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was buried on 20 Jul 1806 in Tralee churchyard,
Co. Kerry. William died at the age of 11 months.

4. William? HUDSON (caution: not verified) (William-1) was born in ABOUT THE 1750S in probably
north Kerry. He died in probably north Kerry. Much more information on the Hudsons is to be found in Bill's
multiple-volume family history entitled 'The Hudsons of County Kerry and their Descendants' along with
more recent works entitled 'The Hudsons of Tralee', "'The Hudsons of Kilbaha North', and 'The Hudsons of
Ballyeagh', along with a study of land ownership in the townland of Kilbaha where Bill's Hudson ancestors
settled, copies of which Bill has donated to Tralee and Listowel libraries in Co. Kerry. The National Library
of Ireland in Dublin also has a copy of 'The Hudsons of County Kerry and their Descendants'. Bill researched
his Hudson family history for over half a century and these very impressive works are the fruits of his labour.
Note that advance notice needs to be given to the above libraries to view these volumes.

It is not certain at all that the first name of Mr. Hudson above was William, but Bill's father thought it might
have been. It is certain that William(?) above was connected to the Hudson family of Tralee who were
prominent landlords and business people in the area at the time, but the exact relationship is not known, hence
the caution after his name. His life span places him in the same generation as his putative brothers Richard
and Edward so I have listed him as such, although I have no solid evidence to prove he was a son of William
and brother of Richard, Edward and another possible brother whose name may have been William.

It is also known that William(?) above was Protestant, as were the Hudsons of Tralee. It is a possiblility that
he was a son of William Hudson of Bunagarha, near Listowel, who was the father of Kilbaha landlord
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Edward Hudson who settled in Tralee (and grandfather of Edward's son, also named Edward, who inherited
the Kilbaha land), but we have no evidence to support this. Any assistance in establishing the exact nature of
the connection would be much appreciated.

I have been told that Richard, a son of William above, converted to Catholicism on his marriage to a Catholic,
but it could be that it was William who converted. This theory is based solely on notes made by Hudson
researcher and distant cousin Bill Hudson of Florida stating that a William Hudson from our family married a
housemaid, which suggests a Protestant-Catholic union. Bill was unable to determine which William this was
but it is possible it was Richard's father. This is purely speculation, however, and would need to be supported
by hard evidence. William? HUDSON (caution: not verified) and 'UNKNOWN' were married.

'UNKNOWN' was born (date unknown).
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Third Generation

5. Richard HUDSON (caution: relationship to parents and siblings not verified) (Richard-2, William-1)
was born in ABOUT 1780S in north Kerry. He died before 1853 in probably Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.
He was buried in probably Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. We do not know where exactly Richard
was born but we are presuming that it was in north Kerry. We believe he was baptised into the Protestant faith
and converted to Catholicism when he married Catholic Margaret Finucane; his children were raised as
Catholics. Also, we know Richard was related to (possibly a nephew of) Edward Hudson, the prosperous
landowner of Strand St. in Tralee, Co. Kerry.

We are not certain at all that Richard's father was the Richard Hudson who married Elizabeth Hands. The
findings of Bill Hudson of Maryland and later Florida, who did extensive work into his Hudson family
history, tell us Bill's father thought Richard's father's name was William, but no evidence has been found to
support this. I have been DNA-matched by Ancestry to a great-great-grandson of a Mary Hands who was
born in 1801 in Co. Kerry and married a Thomas Shea in Tralee on 1 November 1829. They and their family
later emigrated to the United States. There are no known Hudsons in this descendant's family tree but most of
our shared matches are related to me through the Hudsons. This, to me, makes it seem likely that we are all
descended from the Hands family, a member of whom married a Hudson. However, I have no proof of this. I
am therefore positioning Richard above as a child of Richard Hudson and Elizabeth Hands, but with a caution.

Based on birth and baptism dates for his children, it appears Richard and his wife, Margaret, moved several
times while the children were young. Why did they move so often? Hudson researcher Tom Moloney has
suggested the following very plausible explanation:

"What we have is:

Edmond, born in Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry, baptised in Listowel in 1816

Johanna, born in Trieneragh, Duagh, Co. Kerry, baptised in Duagh in 1820

Patrick, born in Droumcunnig, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry, baptised in Abbeydorney in 1838

Now Duagh baptisms records begin in 1819 while those in Abbeydorney only survive from 1835 forward.
Listowel records look complete from 1800 to 1826.

The Hudsons were ejected from Bunagara sometime around 1820, probably before. My feeling is that they
moved temporarily to Trieneragh. It should be noted that Trieneragh is adjacent to Bunagara - only the river
Feale separates the two townlands. It's believable that the Hudsons may have had some friends in Trieneragh
who gave them shelter for a short while. William may have been born there in say 1818 and baptised in
Duagh but no record of that survives.

Sometime after 1820 but before 1827, the family might have moved to Droumcunig. This townland was of
course held by the Hudson family of Tralee. And it may be the case that Edward Hudson, out of sympathy for
his cousin, set up Richard with a farm plot there. Further children (Richard, Jeremiah, Frank and John) were
born there and baptised in Abbeydorney but, of course, there's no record of them due to the fact that records
there only begin in 1835."

By 1850 it appears Richard and Margaret had settled in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. The
aforementioned Tralee landowner Edward Hudson, who was a relative of Richard's, owned over 400 acres of
land in Kilbaha and it is likely Richard and Margaret lived on a plot belonging to Edward. Descendants of
Richard and Margaret's still live in Kilbaha.

Although we do not have an exact date of death for Richard we do know he had died before his youngest
child, Patrick, emigrated to the United States in 1853. Richard HUDSON (caution: relationship to parents
and siblings not verified) and Margaret FINUCANE were married about 1815 in north Kerry.

Margaret FINUCANE, daughter of John? FINUCANE, was born about 1793 in possibly Ardmore,
Carhoonakineely, Tarbert, Co. Kerry. She died on 20 May 1877 at the age of 84 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co.
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Kerry. She was buried in probably Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. It is possible that Margaret was a
daughter of John Finucane and Kate Lynch of Ardmore, Carhoonakineely, Tarbert. One source tells us she
was but another says she was a daughter of a John Finucane of Ardmore who had sons named John - who
emigrated to the United States - and possibly Frank. Because the John who married Kate Lynch had a son
named John who did not emigrate, it seems there may have been two John Finucanes living in Ardmore
around the same time resulting in the uncertainty regarding Margaret's parents.

Another possibility is that Margaret was from Bunagara, near Listowel, Co. Kerry as the family of her
husband, Richard, had Bunagara connections and their first child, Edward, was born in Bunagara. One of
Edward's baptismal sponsors was a Dermot Finucane. Was Dermot the Dermot Finucane of Bunagara who
married Margaret Browne and had a daughter named Margaret in 18347 There was also a Dermot Finucane
who lived in Leitrim, Newtownsandes (Moyvane) around that time. It is worth noting that there was also a
Dermot Finucane from Ardmore, Carhoonakineely who was born in 1835 (so obviously not Edward's
sponsor) to John Finucane and Julia O'Sullivan. In any case, I think it probable that the Tarbert Finucanes
were related to the Bunagara Finucanes.

I have been DNA-matched by Ancestry to a descendant of a Timothy Finucane of Bunagara who was born in
1792, making him a contemporary of Margaret's. It appears the connection is through the Finucanes. Were
Margaret and Timothy siblings, or cousins?

An indication of what life was like for Margaret and her family back then comes from stories told by family
members. For example, Richard and Margaret's son, William, once told a relative that he remembered that
while a mass was being said at the house when he was a child, people were put on guard duty outside to see
to it that no British police would bother those inside. He also remembered there being firearms in the house at
the time. And William's brother, Patrick, told his own son, William, that his (Patrick's) mother, i.e. Margaret,
was "beaten up" a number of times by local Whiteboys, agrarian agitators who operated in Ireland at the time.

Of the eight surving children of Margaret and her husband, Richard, six emigrated to the United States, with
only their eldest son, who took over the family farm, and their only surviving daughter marrying a Kilbaha
man remaining in Kilbaha.

In case there is a connection, here's some information on a Finucane family with possible Duagh connections.
It has been provided by Patricia Finucan (sic) of Pennsylvania (her family lost the 'e' in the surname after
their arrival in the United States). Patricia's ancestor Thomas Finucane was born January or February of 1848
in Ireland and emigrated to the U.S. before 1870. He had at least two cousins who lived in the U.S., Daniel
McCarthy and Maria McCarthy; and his death record states that his parents were John and either Ellen or
Ann. Thomas was buried with members of the family of Daniel Dillon from Duagh. Patricia believes Thomas
and Daniel Dillon were related as Thomas and his cousin Daniel McCarthy were living with Daniel Dillon's
family at the time of the 1870 U.S. census.

Richard HUDSON and Margaret FINUCANE had the following children:
+18 i Edward (Edmond) HUDSON, born abt 9 Mar 1816, Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry;

married Hanora (Nora) CONNOR (caution: relationship to brother Jeremiah not verified),
21 Jan 1841, Duagh, Co. Kerry; died 10 Oct 1883, Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.

+19 it William HUDSON, born PROBABLY ABOUT 7 AUGUST 1818, probably Bunagara,
Listowel, Co. Kerry; married Ellen WALSH, abt 1851; died 2 Jul 1893, Philadelphia.

+20 iii Johanna HUDSON, born abt 26 Nov 1820, Trieneragh, Duagh, Co. Kerry; married Bryan
CUNNINGHAM, 3 Feb 1847, Tralee, Co. Kerry; died 1 Dec 1897, Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co.
Kerry.

+21 iv Richard HUDSON, born 15 Aug 1827, Droumcunig, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry; married

Johanna O'CONNOR, 19 Feb 1854, St. Paul's Church, Philadelphia; died 14 Sep 1902, 310
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Fourth St., Oshkosh, Wisconsin.

+22 v Jeremiah HUDSON, born abt 1830, probably Droumcunig, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry;
married Martha MCLOUGHLIN, abt 1864, probably Philadelphia area; died 20 May 1905,
Chicago, Illinois.

+23 vi Francis (Frank) John HUDSON, born abt 1831, probably Droumcunig, Abbeydorney,
Co. Kerry; married Margaret (Maggie) FINNEGAN, 21 Apr 1869, Church of the
Annunciation, Philadelphia; died 9 Nov 1898, Philadelphia.

24 vii John HUDSON was born in Aug 1832 in probably Droumcunig, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry.
He died on 20 Apr 1907 at the age of 74 in Oshkosh, Wisconsin. He was christened in
probably Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry. John was buried in Riverside Cemetery, Oshkosh. John
emigrated to the United States in 1852, living initially in Philadelphia before settling in
Oshkosh in 1857. It is known that he worked as a coachman for a Dr. Eaton in Oshkosh and
for the North Side Hospital, also in Oshkosh. Apparently John visited Ireland 11 times after
moving to the States, his last visit being in 1877 during his his mother's final illness (he is
listed as the informant on her death certificate). His grandniece Esther Peil (née Hudson) of
Racine, Wisconsin, remembered John as a tall thin man with a beard.

John never married. He died in the Oshkosh poor house where it appears he had been living
for a number of years (he was listed as a pauper there in the 1900 census).

+25 viii Patrick Robert HUDSON, born 13 May 1838, Droumcunig, Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry;
married Anna Agnes C. CARROLL, Sep 1885, Philadelphia; died 15 Dec 1914, Naval
Hospital, Philadelphia.

26 ix 'unknown' HUDSON (female) was born in north Co. Kerry. We know of 'unknown's
existence from a letter written by Tom Sheehan (1900-1981) of Kilbaha in 1981 to his
relative Bill Hudson of Florida. In the letter Tom writes "Edward Hudson had 2 sisters, one
was married to Brian Cunningham, Johanna, and she had a sister that died very young."
Unfortunately we have no further information on this sister.

6. Edmund/Edward HUDSON (caution: not verified) (Richard-2, William-1) was born about 1790 in
north Co. Kerry. He died about 1851 at the age of 61 in Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. It appears
Edmund's family was Protestant, yet he married Mary Gallivan, a Catholic. This was at a time when it was
unusual - and problematical - to marry outside of one's faith. Edmund, Mary and their family lived in an area
named Warren in the townland of Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. Edmund/Edward HUDSON (caution:
not verified) and Mary GALLIVAN (caution: relationship to brother John not verified) were married.

Mary GALLIVAN (caution: relationship to brother John not verified), daughter of 'unknown'
GALLIVAN, was born probably 1797 in possibly Rathea, Lixnaw, Co. Kerry. She died on 27 Dec 1877 at the
age of 80 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. It is likely Mary and Edmund had a son named James as it was
customary to have the third son named after the maternal grandfather (although this did not always happen).
Mary's father was James so I think it probable they had a son prior to the birth of William in 1832 whom they
named James.

Note: | have seen Mary's surname spelled as Galvin as well as Gallivan.

Edmund/Edward HUDSON and Mary GALLIVAN had the following children:

+27 i Ellen HUDSON, born abt 16 May 1821, Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry; married Synan
MAHONY, 1 Mar 1840, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry; died 2 Mar 1892, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry.

+28 ii Richard HUDSON, born Co. Kerry; married Mary REGAN, 16 Feb 1858, Lixnaw, Co.
Kerry.

+29 iii Edward HUDSON, born abt 1828, Co. Kerry; married Sarah SMITH; died 30 Sep 1882,
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Brooklyn, New York.

+30 iv William G. HUDSON, born abt 9 Oct 1832, Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry;
married Catherine WALSH, abt 1874, probably Illinois; died 9 Dec 1901, 437 Evanston
Avenue, Chicago.

31 v Elizabeth HUDSON was born about 2 Jul 1835 in Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co.
Kerry. She was christened on 4 Jul 1835 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. We have no further
information on Elizabeth.

+32 vi Mortimer HUDSON, born abt 4 Jan 1838, Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry;
married Catherine (Kate) CARR, 9 Jan 1875, Listowel, Co. Kerry; died 28 Mar 1884,
Listowel, Co. Kerry.

+33 vii Catherine (Kate) HUDSON, born abt 7 May 1841, Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co.
Kerry; married 'unknown' MCKAY/MACKEY; died 5 Oct 1888, Philadelphia.

+34 viii Mary HUDSON, born abt 1842, Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry; married
Thomas QUINN, 1 May 1866, York, Ontario; married James WALTERS; died 21 Aug
1920, Toronto, Canada.

+35 ix John HUDSON, born abt 29 Aug 1846, Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry;
married Mary Elizabeth MCNULTY, abt 1878, New York; died aft 24 Jan 1905.

7. Mary HUDSON (Richard-2, William-1) was born about 14 Jul 1797 in probably Newport, Co. Tipperary.
She was christened on 14 Jul 1797 in Newport, Co. Tipperary. I have been matched by Ancestry with
descendants of Mary and Thomas's daughters Biddy and Judith. There is a posting on the RootsIreland
website listing four other children of Mary and Thomas's who were baptised in Murroe, Co. Tipperary: Nancy
(baptised 1822), Margaret (1828), John (1834) annd Gillian (1837). However, I have not been able to verify
this information.

Note: Mary's surname appears, incorrectly, as Hindron in several public family trees on the Ancestry website.
Mary HUDSON and Thomas CAPLIS were married on 7 Feb 1815 in Newport, Co. Tipperary.

Thomas CAPLIS was born (date unknown). According to the parish register of Newport, Co. Tipperary,
where Thomas was married in 1815, his address at the time was Murroe, Co. Limerick, close to the border
with Co. Tipperary.

Note: I have seen the surname Caplis documented as Caplice, Caples and Capels.

Thomas CAPLIS and Mary HUDSON had the following children:

+36 i Bridget? (Biddy) CAPLIS, born Sep 1819, probably Co. Tipperary.

+37 ii Judith (Johanna?) CAPLIS, born Oct 1825, probably Co. Limerick; married Patrick
SEXTON, 11 Jun 1852, Parish of Murroe, Boher and Abington, Co. Limerick; died aft 14
Jun 1886.

8. Elizabeth HUDSON (caution: not verified) (Richard-2, William-1) was born before probably 1815 in
north Co. Kerry. She died after 15 Oct 1834 at the age of 19. Elizabeth HUDSON (caution: not verified) and
Thomas WHELAN were married before 1832.

Thomas WHELAN was born (date unknown).

Thomas WHELAN and Elizabeth HUDSON had the following children:

+38 i Richard WHELAN, born abt 12 Aug 1832, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry; died 13
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May 1882, Listowel, Co. Kerry.

39 ii Elizabeth WHELAN was born in Oct 1834 in Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry.
She was christened on 15 Oct 1834 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. Elizabeth's baptismal
sponsors were John Stack and Margaret Connor.

10. Margaret HUDSON (Edward-2, William-1) was born about 7 Oct 1787 in probably Lackabeg,
Abbeydorney, Co. Kerry. She was christened on 9 Oct 1787 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died about 1863 at the
age of 76. Margaret is listed as living on Nelson Street in Griffith’s Valuation and in the early volumes of the
follow-up Valuation Books. Her name is replaced in these records by that of her sister Hanora in 1863-64,
from which we can conclude that Margaret died around 1863. Margaret HUDSON and James TIDMARSH
(caution: relationship to John Tidmarsh and Mary Eager not verified) were married on 10 Aug 1822.

James TIDMARSH (caution: relationship to John Tidmarsh and Mary Eager not
verified), son of John TIDMARSH and Mary EAGER, was born about 1790 in
probably Co. Kerry. He died on 10 May 1831 at the age of 41 in Ballymullen, Tralee,
| Co. Kerry. He was buried on 12 May 1831 in White Church Cemetery, Kilcolman,
Milltown, Co. Kerry. James, who lived in Ballymullen, Tralee, Co. Kerry, was a cloth
merchant. It appears he was a brother of Frank and Alexander Tidmarsh but I have no
proof of this. However, from his will we know James did have a brother named
Alexander to whom he had lent money to see up a business. This ties in with Frank's
brother Alexander having set up a distillery in 1825 and later a brewery.

The Kerry Evening Post of 11 May 1831 tells us James died at his home in Ballyullen
after a "lingering illness". He was aged about 40.

James TIDMARSH and Margaret HUDSON had the following children:

40 i John TIDMARSH was born on 29 Dec 1823 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was
christened on 30 Jan 1824 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Unfortunately we have no further
information on John.

+41 ii Francis TIDMARSH, born Oct 1826, Ballymullen, Rathass, Tralee, Co. Kerry; married
'"UNKNOWN?"; died 30 Dec 1901, Southampton, Hampshire.
+42 iii Edward Hudson TIDMARSH, born abt Dec 1830, probably Rathass, Tralee, Co. Kerry;

married Mary Brown LEITCH, 10 Sep 1859, St. Bride's Church, Liverpool; died 2 Jun
1890, off Argentine coast.

11. Sarah HUDSON (Edward-2, William-1) was born about 1790 in probably Lackabeg, Abbeydorney, Co.
Kerry. She died on 29 Mar 1848 at the age of 58 in Henry St., Cork. Sarah appears to have been living in
Tralee in 1830 as the Kerry Evening Post of 23 June of that year tells us that a "Miss S. Hudson" was on a
"Soup Shop" committee run by the Tralee Relief Committee to help the poor of the town. Her sister Anne
appear to have been secretary of the Soup Shop committee. Sarah HUDSON and William COX were married
on 29 Aug 1835 in Tralee, Co. Kerry.

William COX, son of Samuel COX and Christina 'UNKNOWN', was born about 1806. He died on 1 Sep
1866 at the age of 60 in Cork City. William was a merchant in Cork city, according to his marriage
settlement, but I am unsure as to what products he sold. It is believed he was involved in the Cox & Tidmarsh
brewery in Tralee but after the failure of the business (around 1837), he returned to Cork and took up cabinet
making (the trade of his father). From the adverts for his business in the Cork Examiner (1854), it can be
assumed that he had quite an extensive business. His main shop was at no. 65 Patrick Street but he also had
store rooms and work shops at other nearby locations. However, there followed a downturn in the business
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and he was declared bankrupt in 1863. He died three years later, by which time he was living in a boarding
house. He died in a Cork infirmary having become seriously ill in his lodgings.

William and his wife, Sarah, had no children. We know of the existence of a niece, a Miss Anne Woods who
lived in Cork city.

12. Anne HUDSON (Edward-2, William-1) was born about 1794 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died on 15 Jul
1846 at the age of 52 in 37 Warren Place, Cork. We know Anne was the fourth daughter of William and
Honora. It appears she was living in Tralee in 1830 as a piece in the Kerry Evening Post of 23 June tells of
that year tells us that an Anne Hudson was secretary of a "Soup Shop" committee run by the Tralee Relief
Committee to help the poor of the town. After her marriage (in 1833), she and her husband, John, lived at 37
Warren Place, Cork. We do not know if they had any children (I can find no evidence of any) but I thiink it
unlikely as Anne was about 39 years of age when she married.

From The Irish Examiner of 22 July 1846 we know that following Anne's death John put the Warren Place
property on the market:

"AUCTION At 37, WARREN'S PLACE, on MONDAY NEXT, 27th Inst., the Residence of John HICKSON,
Esq., of all the HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE, China, Glass, Eight Day Clock, Culinary Articles, &c. Sale at
12 o'clock.

MR. EVANS has been favoured with instructions to submit to UNRESERVED SALE, on the above day, the
entire of the HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE, comprising Economy, Loo, Card and Ladies' Work Tables,
Drawing Room and Parlour Chairs; Sofas and Loungers, Prime Feather Beds, Bedsteads and Hangings,
Window Curtains, Carpets and Rugs, Fenders and Fire Irons, Eight-day Clock. The Bedrooms are well
supplied with everything useful and of the best description; China, Glass, Culinary Articles, &c. &c., the
entire of which will be sold without the least reserve. Terms, Cash. R. B. EVANS, Auctioneer. N.B. The
remainder of the Lease of the House will be Let at the same time and place." Anne HUDSON and John
Spring HICKSON were married on 15 Feb 1833 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Witnesses were E. Hudson and Robert
Hickson.

John Spring HICKSON, son of Edward HICKSON and Rose SPRING, was born about 1806 in Co. Kerry.
He died on 28 Aug 1858 at the age of 52 in Green Lawn, near Tralee, Co. Kerry. At the time of his first
marriage in 1833 John was living on Staughtons Row, Tralee, Co. Kerry.

He and his second wife, Emma, appear in the New York census of 1855. He is described in an obituary in the

Kerry Evening Post of 1 September 1858 as "John S. Hickson, Esq., of New York, and formerly a merchant in
extensive business in this town [presumably Tralee]. The obituary also tells us he died "at the residence of his
sisters, Green Lawn, near Tralee, aged, 52".

All the Hicksons in Tralee appear to have been part of the same family so it is likely John was related to
Sarah Hickson, wife of his brother-in-law Edward Hudson.

15. Edward HUDSON (Edward-2, William-1) was born about 17 Dec 1801 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was
christened on 17 Dec 1801 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He died on 30 Jul 1871 at the age of 69 in Strand St., Tralee,
Co. Kerry. Edward was buried on 1 Aug 1871 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Edward was the sole surviving son of
Edward and Honora's nine children (six daughters and three sons). Edward junior was a "landed proprietor"
(according to the marriage certificate of his son Robert), is listed in Griffith's Valuation of 1851 as landlord of
some 440 acres in Kilbaha in the parish of Newtownsandes (now called Moyvane) owned by the Sandes
family. The property comprised the entire area of the townland of Kilbaha North (there is also a Kilbaha
South, Kilbaha West and Kilbaha Middle). My own Hudson family, from Kilbaha in Moyvane in Co. Kerry,
is connected to Edward's family but the exact relationship has not yet been established.
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Edward renewed the Kilbaha lease, previously held by his father, on 1 October 1839) and a Lease in Perpuity
was granted to Edward on 7 April 1859. It was on a parcel of this land that my ancestor Richard Hudson
settled as a tenant around the late 1840s. In 1915 a number of Richard's descendants purchased their holdings
at a favourable price.

Edward lived in Gortmore House (now the Bon Secours Hospital) on Strand St. in Tralee. According to
Griffith's Valuation, he rented 11 acres and No. 25 Strand St. from Thomas de Moleyns, and four acres and
No. 27 Strand St. from Sir Edward Denny); presumably Gortmore House stood on one of these properties.

There was another Edward Hudson in Kerry at the time who married an Elizabeth Kivell and had a daughter
named Emma Jane who was born in the Tarbert area of Co. Kerry on 28 October 1871. Could this Edward be
related to our Hudson family?

It is believed that many of the older generations of the Tralee Hudsons, who were Protestant, are buried in
Ballyseedy Churchyard just outside Tralee.

Further information on Edward and his descendants is available in '"The Hudsons of Tralee' one of a number
of volumes written by Bill Hudson of Florida who was a descendant of the Kilbaha Hudsons (I have yet to
take a look at this work). Beginning in 1956, Bill studied his Hudson family history right up to his death in
2008 and donated copies of the results of his research to the public libraries in Tralee and Listowel. Edward
HUDSON and Sarah HICKSON were married on 15 Aug 1838 in Blennerville, Tralee, Co. Kerry.

Sarah HICKSON, daughter of Richard HICKSON, died on 8 Mar 1845 in The Mall, Tralee, Co. Kerry.
Sarah was an only daughter. It appears she died only about two months after the birth of her youngest child,
Jane. There was an announcement of her death in the Kerry Evening Post of 8 March 1845: "This morning, at
her husband's residence on the Mall, Sarah, the beloved wife of Edward Hudson, Esq. It is with much pain
that we announce the demise of this highly estimable lady, whose amiable qualities and sincere piety
endeared her to an attached husband & parents, by whom, and her many friends, she will be long and deeply
regretted. Mrs. Hudson was in the prime of life when hurried off by an attack of internal inflamation, after a
few days illness".

Edward HUDSON and Sarah HICKSON had the following children:

43 i Edward HUDSON was born on 6 Jun 1839 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was christened on 23
Jun 1839 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He died on 19 Mar 1911 at the age of 71 in Gortmore House,
Strand St., Tralee, Co. Kerry. Edward, who never married, lived in Gortmore House (now
the Bon Secours Hospital) in Tralee. He is described as a farmer in the 1901 census. He had
inherited the family's land in Kilbaha (456 acres, apparently) which was rented to Hudson
relatives and used to visit Kilbaha once or twice a year "to see about the bogs" (according
to notes by Hudson researcher Bill Hudson). An amicable relationship apparently always
existed between Edward's family and the tenants.

Edward suffered from mental infirmity in the last 10 years or so of his life and is reported
to have shot and wounded two boys in Tralee who climbed over the wall into his property
in Tralee in 1901. Owing to his condition his brother Robert took over the management of
the Kilbaha land around this time.

Edward died of heart failure in 1911 aged 71.

44 ii "'unknown' HUDSON (female) was born in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. It is known that
Robert, a brother of 'unknown' above had two sisters, including 'unknown' above, who lived
in Limerick. Robert's son Edward told Hudson family researcher Bill Hudson in 1960 that
he did not have much information on the sisters as his father had not been in regular contact

with them.

Richard HUDSON was born on 10 Mar 1841 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was
christened on 25 Mar 1841 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. He died in Jan 1845 at the age of 3 in
probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. Richard died of croup aged only four.

Robert HUDSON, born 1842, probably Tralee, Co. Kerry; married Maria L. A. MASON, 8
Jan 1885, Kilflynn, Co. Kerry; died 18 Feb 1917, Gortmore House, Strand St., Tralee, Co.
Kerry.

William HUDSON was born about 30 Jul 1843 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. He was
christened on 30 Jul 1843 in Tralee, Co. Kerry.

Honora? HUDSON was born in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. We are not entirely certain
that the above daughter of Edward and Sarah was actually named Honora. It is thought she
lived in Limerick.

Jane Eliza HUDSON was born in Jan 1845 in probably Tralee, Co. Kerry. She was
christened on 12 Jan 1845 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. She died in Dec 1845 at the age of 0 in
Tralee, Co. Kerry. Jane was buried on 21 Dec 1845 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. Jane's mother,
Sarah, died when Jane was only about two months old. An Eliza Jane Hudson of Tralee,
who died at the age of 14 months, was buried in Tralee in December 1845. This is likely to
have been our Jane Eliza above even though Jane Eliza would only have been about 11
months in December 1845.
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Fourth Generation

18. Edward (Edmond) HUDSON (Richard-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 9 Mar 1816 in
Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry. He was christened on 9 Mar 1816 in Listowel, Co. Kerry. He died on 10 Oct
1883 at the age of 67 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Edward was buried in Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane,
Co. Kerry. I am very grateful to Hudson descendant Tom Moloney of Duagh, Co. Kerry who has kindly
shared the results of his extensive research into the Hudson family. Tom's information is included below.

Sponsors at the baptism of Edmond above were Dermot Finucane and Mary Halpin.

Edmond and his sister Johanna were the only members of Richard and Margaret Hudson's family who did not
emigrate. In 1999 everyone living in Kilbaha with a Hudson surname was descended from Edmond; this may
still be the case.

In the 1850s Edmond was renting about 80 acres in the townland of Kilbaha North from his Protestant
relative Edward Hudson (who owned all the land - about 440 acres - in Kilbaha North). In 1915, a number of
these descendants bought out Edward's Kilbaha lands at a low price. Further details on the purchase are
available in William Hudson's volume 'The Hudsons of Kilbaha North' which may be studied in the library in
Tralee, Co. Kerry.

According to the notes of Kilbaha researcher Bill Hudson, whose works on the history of his Hudson family
of Kilbaha have been donated to Tralee and Listowel libraries, Edmond must have been quite well off seeing
that he was able to afford to have a headstone erected for his wife, Nora (who died in 1876), which most of
his neighbours would not have been able to do at the time.

Note: Bunagara, Edward's birthplace, has a number of different spellings, e.g. Bunegarah and Bunagarha.
Edward (Edmond) HUDSON and Hanora (Nora) CONNOR (caution: relationship to brother Jeremiah not
verified) were married on 21 Jan 1841 in Duagh, Co. Kerry. Witnesses to the marriage were Michael Moore
and John Connor.

Hanora (Nora) CONNOR (caution: relationship to brother Jeremiah not verified), daughter of William
CONNOR and Mary WALSH, was born about 28 Feb 1819 in Rathoran, Duagh, Co. Kerry. She was
christened on 2 Mar 1819 in Duagh, Co. Kerry. She died on 20 Sep 1876 at the age of 57 in Kilbaha,
Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Hanora was buried in Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Nora was from Rathoran,
Duagh, as was Bridget O'Connor, mother-in-law of Nora's grandson James Edward Hudson. Were Nora and
Bridget related?

Edward (Edmond) HUDSON and Hanora (Nora) CONNOR had the following children:

50 i Richard HUDSON died in 1842 at the age of 0 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. He was
born about 10 Feb 1842 in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. He was
christened on 12 Feb 1842. Sponsors at Richard's baptism were Richard Walsh and Mary
Walsh.

+51 ii Richard HUDSON, born abt 3 Feb 1843, Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry;
married Margaret THORNTON, 14 Feb 1874, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry; died
26 Nov 1915, Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.

+52 iii William HUDSON, born abt 23 May 1844, Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co.
Kerry; married Johanna HAYES, 7 Jul 1878, St. Bartholomew's Church, Athea, Co.
Limerick; died 2 May 1928, Lacca East, Kilmorna, Co. Kerry.

+53 iv. Mary HUDSON, born abt 1846, Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry; married
Michael MCENERY, 25 Feb 1868, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry; died 7 Mar
1916, Tubberturreen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.
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Edmond HUDSON, born abt 1849, Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry;
married Ann (Annie) O'CONNOR, 12 Jun 1875, St. Ignatius' Church, Richmond, Victoria;
died 11 Jan 1878, Palmerston St., Melbourne.

He died on 27 May 1927 or 20 Jul 1927 at
the age of 69 in Islandanny, Duagh, Co. Kerry. Jeremiah was buried in Murhur Cemetery,
Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Jer emigrated to Australia (where his brother Edmond and sister
Brigid were already living), but returned home a number of years later (before 2 April
1911) and lived with his sister Margaret Moloney and her family in Sluicequarter, Duagh,
Co. Kerry. Jer never married.

According to the notes of Hudson researcher Bill Hudson, Jer had "sandy hair and was very
religious" and "was gentle with children."

I have been given two dates of death for Jer, 27 May 1927 and 20 July 1927, but I have not
been able to determine which is correct.

59 x Hanora HUDSON was born about 1 May 1860 in Kilbaha North, Newtownsandes
(Moyvane), Co. Kerry. She was christened on 3 May 1860 in Moyvane, Co. Kerry. She died
on 12 Oct 1865 at the age of 5 in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry.
Sponsors at Hanora's baptism were Cornelius Shanahan and Mary Shanahan.

According to her death record (which incorrectly gives her name as "Johana"), Hanora died
from "Inflammation of the stomach".

19. William HUDSON (Richard-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born in PROBABLY ABOUT 7 AUGUST
1818 in probably Bunagara, Listowel, Co. Kerry. He was baptized probably 7 Aug 1818 in Listowel, Co.
Kerry. He died on 2 Jul 1893 in Philadelphia. William was buried in Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia.
Initially we were unable to find a baptism record for William in north Kerry parish registers. However,
Hudson researcher Tom Moloney came across a record of a baptism of a William Riordan of Bunagara on 7
August 1818. The father's name, William Riordan, is crossed out and is followed by Richard Hudson, which
is followed by the mother's name, [first name illegible, though the Irish Genealogy website has deciphered it
as Margaret] Finucane. Sponsors appear to have been Edward Riordan and Betty Finucane. It is likely,
therefore, that this is the baptism record of our William, who we knew to have been born around 1818.

William worked as a labourer in Philadelphia and helped his brother Frank in his plastering business.
According to his death certificate, William died at his home in Suffolk St., Philadelphia of "phthisis" (a form
of tuberculosis). Apparently William had a white beard and smoked a pipe. William HUDSON and Ellen
WALSH were married about 1851.

Ellen WALSH was born about 1821 in Ireland. She died on 22 May 1903 at the age of 82 in Philadelphia.
She was buried in probably Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia.
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William HUDSON and Ellen WALSH had the following children:

63 iv. Mary Ann HUDSON was born in 1860 in Philadelphia. She died in 1860 at the age of 0 in
Philadelphia.

20. Johanna HUDSON (Richard-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 26 Nov 1820 in Trieneragh,
Duagh, Co. Kerry. She was christened on 26 Nov 1820 in Duagh, Co. Kerry. She died on 1 Dec 1897 at the
age of 77 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Johanna was buried in Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.
Johanna's mother's name appears as Mary (rather than Margaret) on her baptism record (as provided on
www.irishgenealogy.ie).

It is possible that Johanna and her family were living in Gortmore House (the old Hudson family home and
now the Bon Secours Hospital) on Strand Street in Tralee at the time of her marriage in 1847 as she and
Bryan were married there. It was common practice at the time to marry in the bride's home; after 1850 it
became mandatory to marry in a church.

According to Tom Sheehan of Kilbaha, one of her great-grandnephews, Johanna was remembered as "a very
tall and strong lady who could carry a heavy sack of meal up a hill". She and Bryan may have had more
children than those listed below. Johanna HUDSON and Bryan CUNNINGHAM were married on 3 Feb
1847 in Tralee, Co. Kerry. According to research carried out by Bill Hudson (1922-2008), Bryan and Johanna
were married in Gortmore House, Strand Road, Tralee, home of Johanna's cousin Edward Hudson
(1801-1871). However, this appears to have been just a supposition. In his volume on the Hudsons of Kilbaha
(in Tralee library), Bill states that the marriage took place in Tralee and says "In all likelihood, the marriage
was performed in the Hudson “cottage” within the bounds of Tralee." He bases this statement on the fact that
church marriages only became mandatory from 1850 onwards, but that does not mean that marriages did not
take place in churches prior to 1850. Furthermore, the Catholic Parish Registers pages on the National
Library of Ireland website show that the witnesses to Bryan and Johanna's marriage were Maurice Collins
and Timothy Collins. A look at the other marriages registered in Tralee parish at the time reveals that Maurice
Collins was witness at practically every one, with Timothy Collins being a very frequent witness also. It is
therefore reasonable to assume that Maurice Collins and Timothy Collins were parish clerks or similar,
indicating that Bryan and Johanna's marriage took place in a church; if the marriage had taken place at
Gortmore House then it is more likely the witnesses would have been family members.

Why did Bryan and Johanna marry in Tralee? Perhaps it was because the townland of Droumcunig (also
spelled Dromcunnig and variants thereof) in Abbeydorney parish, where Johanna grew up, is only eight
kilometers from Tralee.

Bryan CUNNINGHAM, son of Myles CUNNINGHAM and Johanna LYONS/LYNES, was born about 16
Dec 1822 in Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. He was christened on 16 Dec 1822 in probably
Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. He died on 7 Jul 1901 at the age of 78 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co.
Kerry. Bryan's baptismal sponsors were John Cunningham and Anne Neil
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One would have expected that the name Myles would have been given to Bryan's first-born son, following
the tradition at the time of naming the eldest son after the child's paternal grandfather. I think it likely that
Bryan did have a first-born son called Myles who must have died young.

Bryan's death certificate gives his cause of death as "debility from old age". His son Richie was present at his
death.

Both Jameses had sisters named Margaret, and a Maggie
Cunningham is listed in the census return as a sister to the head of the household, but the
sister of the above James was long married by 1901 and is listed as Margaret Hanrahan in
the return for her own family's household elsewhere in Kilbaha.

" Regiment of the Wisconsin Cavalry between December 1861 and June 1862. He

| returned to civilian life before the end of the war as a result of an accident (details
unknown) and worked as a stonemason. He lived for many years in Oshkosh and had
been unwell for a number of years before he died at his home in 1902 aged 75. Richard
HUDSON and Johanna O'CONNOR were married on 19 Feb 1854 in St. Paul's Church,
Philadelphia.

Johanna O'CONNOR was born in Jan 1833 in Ireland. She died in Jan 1907 at the age of 74 in 308 Fourth
St., Oshkosh, Wisconsin. She was buried in Riverside Cemetery, Oshkosh, Wisconsin. Johanna emigrated to
the United states in 1849. She died at the home of her daughter Mary Anne Shea, which appears to have been
next door to the old Hudson family home located at 310 Fourth St.

Richard HUDSON and Johanna O'CONNOR had the following children:
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Mary Anne HUDSON, born May 1855, Pennsylvania; married John J. SHEA, abt 1883;
died 13 Oct 1920, Wisconsin.

According to Bill Hudson's 'The Hudsons of County Kerry and their Descendants',
Frank emigrated to the United States with his younger brother Patrick in 1853.
However, I have been told by another Hudson family researcher that he emigrated in
1851, departing on 11 June from Liverpool on board the 'Oliver'.

Frank served as a Marine during the Civil War and saw service on the Roanoke with
Patrick. Frank settled in Philadelphia where he worked as a plasterer. I have been told
Frank and his wife, Maggie, were second cousins once removed and were married by
special dispensation. However, if they were related, as is thought, through Maggie's Finucane grandfather
(probably named Frank) who it is believed was a brother of Frank Hudson's mother, Margaret Finucane, then
they would have been first cousins once removed.

If we could see the parish register of Church of the Annunciation in Philadelphia, where Maggie and Frank
were married in 1869, there should be a note in their marriage entry specifying (in degrees) how they were
related. This register does not appear to be available anywhere online so it appears the only way of finding
out is by seeing the register itself in Philadelphia, which is impossible for me at the moment as I am in the

UK. If any Philadelpia-based Hudson relative could take the time to look it up for me sometime I would be
hugely grateful.

Frank, Maggie and their family lived at 733 Fallon St. in Philadelphia. Francis (Frank) John HUDSON and
Margaret (Maggie) FINNEGAN were married on 21 Apr 1869 in Church of the Annunciation, Philadelphia.

Margaret (Maggie) FINNEGAN, daughter of Francis (Frank) FINUCANE and Margaret " UNKNOWN/,
was born on 10 Apr 1846 in Philadelphia. She died on 26 Nov 1919 at the age of 73 in Philadelphia. She was
buried on 1 Dec 1919 in Old Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia. Maggie and her husband, Frank Hudson,
were either first cousins or second cousins once removed through the Finnigans. Frank's mother's surname
was Finucane, and Maggie's family changed their name from Finucane to the Finnigan after their arrival in
the United States. Unfortunately I have been unable to figure out how exactly they were related. There is a
further complication in that a relative, Agnes Finnigan (1874-1959) has described Maggie's husband, Frank
Hudson as her father's brother-in-law. Now this would mean that her father, Jeremiah Finnigan, and Maggie
must have been brother and sister. However Jeremiah's father's name was John and Maggie's was Frank. We
do know that Agnes's family and Maggie's were related but it is very unclear as to how exactly.

If we could see the parish register of Church of the Annunciation in Philadelphia, where Maggie and Frank
were married in 1869, there should be a note in their marriage entry specifying (in degrees) how exactly they
were related. This register does not appear to be available anywhere online so it appears the only way of
finding out is by seeing the register itself in Philadelphia, which is impossible for me at the moment as I am
in the UK. If any Philadelpia-based Hudson relative could take the time to look it up for me sometime |
would be hugely grateful.

Because Maggie, Frank and their family are listed in the 1880 census return for Maggie's parents' household,
it is possible they were living with her parents at the time.

According to her death certificate Maggie died of "arterio sclerosis, mitral insuffiency, chronic interstitial
nephritis".

She was buried on 8 Aug 1918 in Old Cathedral Cemetery,
Philadelphia. Jo died of "acute delation of heart", according to her death certificate. A
family source has told me, however, that Jo was a victim of the 1918 flu epidemic. The
death certificate also tells us that Jo was single and worked as a telephone operator.
Francis (Frank) R. HUDSON was born about 1873 in Philadelphia. He died on 1 Jan
1890 at the age of 17 in Philadelphia. He was buried in Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia.
Frank, who was also known as Lefty, died at the age of 16 of tuberculosis, contracted from
drinking water from a pump near the Philadelphia Navy Yard.

Richard HUDSON was born about 1875 in Philadelphia. He died on 23 Jan 1896 at the
age of 21 in Philadelphia. He was buried in Old Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia. Richard
died of tuberculosis.

Alexander J. HUDSON was born in 1877 in Philadelphia. He died on 13 Oct 1955 at the
age of 78 in Newark, New Jersey. He was buried in probably Old Cathedral Cemetery,
Philadelphia. Alex never married. It is thought he is buried in the Hudson family plot in Old
Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia.

Mary (Marie) Frances HUDSON, born 17 Mar 1880, Philadelphia; married William
Celestine MCCARTHY; died 23 Nov 1978, Bloomfield, New Jersey.

Helen (Ella) Cecilia HUDSON, born 13 Feb 1883, Philadelphia; married Edward
POWERS; died 15 Feb 1973, Philadelphia.

Anna Agnes C. CARROLL, daughter of Nicholas CARROLL and Elizabeth KANE, was born on 13 Nov
1848 in Liverpool. She died on 23 Dec 1940 at the age of 92 in West Philadelphia. She was buried on 27 Dec
1940 in ly Cross Cemetery, Philadelphia. Anna's parents were from Ballycanew, Co. Wexford. Anna and her
family emigrated to the United States from Liverpool in 1851 when she was about three years of age.

Anna worked as a school teacher in Philadelphia for about 30 years up untli 1915.

William HUDSON died in 1886 at the age of 0. He was born on 3 Jul 1886. He was buried
in Old Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia. William died in infancy.
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Margaret Elizabeth HUDSON was born on 26 Sep 1887 in Philadelphia. She died on 12
Mar 1941 at the age of 53 in West Philadelphia. She was buried on 14 Mar 1941 in Holy
Cross Cemetery, Philadelphia. Margaret graduated in 1909 from Bryn Mawr and held a
PhD. She was a brilliant linguist and at the time of her death in 1941 she was head of the
Department of Modern Languages at Frankford High School in Philadelphia. Her specialty
was French. Her nephew Bill Hudson credits her with instilling in him a love of languages.

about 44, unless the Ellen born in 1855 had died as a child and another Ellen was born
around 1864.

28. Richard HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born in Co. Kerry. Richard
HUDSON and Mary REGAN were married on 16 Feb 1858 in Lixnaw, Co. Kerry. A marriage record has
been located in Lixnaw parish records for a William Hudson who married Mary Regan of Finuge, Co. Kerry
on 16 February 1858, with witnesses Bartholomew Regan and John Connor. It is possible a mistake was
made in the parish register and it should have read Richard rather than William Hudson.

Mary REGAN was born (date unknown).
Richard HUDSON and Mary REGAN had the following child:

Sarah Rosemond JENNINGS, 28 Dec 1893, Cook County, Illinois; died 24 Feb 1895,
Chicago, Illinois.

29. Edward HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 1828 in Co. Kerry. He
died on 30 Sep 1882 at the age of 54 in Brooklyn, New York. According to his death certificate Edward, who
died of liver cancer, had lived in New York for 35 years. This indicates that he had emigrated to the United
States around 1847, at the age of about 19. He was a builder. Edward HUDSON and Sarah SMITH were
married.

Sarah SMITH was born about 1833 in Ireland. She died on 9 Mar 1908 at the age of 75 in Brooklyn, New
York. According to her death certificate, Sarah - who died of 'cerebral apoplexy' - had emigrated to the United
States around 1858. The 1900 census tells us that she had had four children in all, three of whom were still
living. William and Edward were living with her at the time.

Edward HUDSON and Sarah SMITH had the following children:

30. William G. HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 9 Oct 1832 in Warren,
Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. William died just nine months after the death of Catherine, his wife.

He was christened on 11 Oct 1832 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. He died on 9 Dec 1901 at the age of 69 in 437
Evanston Avenue, Chicago. William was buried on 12 Dec 1901 in Calvary Cemetery, Evanston, Illinois.
Walters

William emigrated to the United States in 1860 and settled in Chicago. According to Bill Hudson's 'The
Hudsons of Ballyeagh', an in-depth research into William's family history, "apparently through real estate
transactions, he became financially successful in his later years, allowing him to provide his family with a

fine home at 437 Evanston Avenue in Chicago.

Bill also tells us that "On 9 July 1870 William Hudson was enumerated in Chicago, Illinois, as a “wood
dealer” and keeper of a boarding house, whose housekeeper was to become his wife in five years' time:
Hudson, W.; age 36; male; white; occupation wood dealer & keeps boarding house; value of personal estate
$1000; born Ireland; father of foreign birth; mother of foreign birth; citizen

Walsh, Kate; age 40; female; white; housekeeper; born Ireland; father of foreign birth; mother of foreign birth
Foley, Mary; age 20; female; white; occupation domestic servant; born Ireland; father of foreign birth; mother
of foreign birth

Fitzgerald, Mary; age 22; female; white; occupation domestic servant; born Ireland; father of foreign birth;
mother of foreign birth."

We are also told that "On 15 August 1875 William and Catherine's only child was born - Frank William
Hudson. The Chicago City Directory of that year notes William Hudson as boarding at 120 Illinois Street in
Ward 20 in the center of the city. At the same location is a boarder named Patrick F. Carroll, a carpenter, who
subsequent evidence would prove not only to be a lifelong friend but also an heir to William Hudson's estate.
More than likely, he also was from the Ballybunion area of County Kerry. In both 1876 and 1877 William and
Catherine boarded at 120 Illinois Street, as did Patrick F. Carroll, a carpenter."

"The Hudsons continued to board at 120 Illinois Street in 1878, but Patrick F. Carroll had moved elsewhere.
In 1879 William and Catherine continued at the same address and they had opened a saloon at 136 South
Water Street across the Chicago River in Ward 1. In June of 1880 the Hudsons were enumerated at 80 Wells
Court, apparently just off North Wells Street on the north side of the Chicago River in Ward 20, in a rather
curious entry:

Walsh, Catherine; white; female; age - 47; wife; occupation-keeps house; born- Ireland; father born- Ireland;
mother born- Ireland; cannot write.

Hudson, Wm.; white; male; age-45; boarder; single; occupation coal & wood insurance; born- Ireland; father
born- Ireland; mother born- Ireland.

Hudson, Edward; white; male; age-21; nephew; occupation-railroad depot laborer; born- Ireland; father born-
Ireland; mother born- Ireland.

A question arises of just who supplied the information for the family, for Catherine, though noted as “wife” is
listed with her maiden name; William Hudson, her husband of five years is listed as “single” and no mention
is made of their son, Frank W. Hudson. The saloon business had apparently come to an end as William was
then in “coal & wood insurance.” Additionally, recently arrived from County Kerry was William's twenty one
year old nephew, Edward Hudson, son of William's older brother, Edward. Six others lived in the tenement;
none, seemingly, were related to the Hudsons. the city directory for 1880 curiously is consistent with the
census entry, for it lists William as living at the house at 80 North Wells with Edward Hudson, “clerk, and
Miss Catherine Walsh. The 1881 directory noted that young Edward had become a “butcher,” and Catherine
is no longer listed."

William died at his home about nine months after Catherine. The cause of death was "Cancer of Pancreas,
gall-bladder and Liver," with a contributing cause of "Nephritis". His will, dated 8 December 1901, the day
before he died, read as follows:

I, William Hudson of the City of Chicago in the State of Illinois do make and declare this my last will and
testament hereby revoking all previous wills and codicils by me made.

All the estate, both real and personal, and wherever situated, of which I shall die seized or possessed, or to
which I may be or become entitled and which shall remain after the payment of my just debts and funeral
expenses, | dispose of as follows:

First: I give and devise to the Reverend Patrick D. Gill of said City of Chicago all my said estate in trust for
the uses and purposes following, namely: To take and have the entire use, management and control of said
estate with power to sell, exchange, lease and convey the same without imposing any obligation upon the
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purchasers or others dealing therewith to see to the disposition of the purchase money revenue or proceeds. |
empower and direct my said trustee to invest and reinvest the principal and proceeds, or any part thereof,
whenever and however he shall deem expedient and to receive the interest, rents and increase thereof and,
after deducting just compensation for his services, to first pay from the net income from said estate the
several sums hereinafter directed to be periodically paid for supporting a home for Patrick F. Carroll and
others or to pay the annuity to said Carroll in lieu of supporting such home, and next to pay from both income
and corpus of said estate all the legacies hereinafter mentioned, and of the net income arising from the residue
and remainder of my said estate said trustee shall apply the whole or such portion as said trustee shall see fit
and proper and no more to the support of my son Frank W. Hudson as long as he lives with discretion and
power however to limit the duration and extent of said trust by conveying and transferring to said Frank
absolutely part or all of said trust estate as hereinafter provided. And upon failure to so convey or transfer all
or any part of said trust estate to said Frank during his life then upon the death of said Frank to transfer and
pay over all of said trust estate there remaining to such person or persons as said Frank by his will or codicil
shall appoint, and in default of such appointment then said trustee shall divide and distribute all of said trust
estate remaining in his hands at the death of said Frank among such of my nieces and nephews Mary A.
Mahoney, Richard Mahoney, Honora Hudson, Mary Agnes Mahoney, Mamie Gallavan, Thomas Quinn,
Nellie Quinn, Annie Burns, Kate Gorman and Annie Walsh as shall be living at the death of said Frank, in
equal shares, except as to said Mary Agnes Mahoney to whom shall be paid a double portion or twice as
much as either of the others. Said nephews and nieces are the same whose identity and places of residence are
mentioned hereafter. But in any event sufficient of trust estate shall be retained by said trustee to produce said
annuity for said Carroll unless said annuity be secured to be paid by said Frank.

Second: It is my hope that my son Frank may become qualified by experience to take absolutely the principal
or corpus of said trust estate freed from said trust, and in contemplation thereof I empower and authorize my
said trustee to transfer absolutely and convey in fee simple the whole or part of said trust estate to said Frank
at or some time after he shall have passed the age of thirty-five years, if and whenever, my said trustee in his
sound judgement and discretion shall deem said Frank fit and qualified by experience and habits of thrift and
economy to so take said estate.

But this is only the expression of my wish and hope made here for the guidance of my trustee in the exercise
of his own discretion and such power and authority shall not confer any right on said Frank to demand or
compel any such conveyance or transfer any right on said Frank to demand or compel any such conveyance
or transfer nor impose any obligation on said trustee to terminate said trust by so conveying. And said trustee
shall not be accountable to any one nor ever be charged with any liability because of his exercise of said
discretion.

Third: To provide a house for those who are now members of my family I appropriate from the net income
from my said estate and direct to be paid by said trustee to my life long friend Patrick F. Carroll sufficient not
exceeding Fifty Dollars a month towards rent and household expenses of maintaining a simple home for
himself and my niece and nephew, Mary Agnes Mahoney and Daniel Mahoney [actually his grandnice and
grandnephew] and my son Frank, said Mary as long as she remains unmarried, said Daniel until he comes
twenty one years of age and said Frank permanently or whenever he chooses, a reasonable sum in addition to
said Fifty Dollars to be paid monthly to said Carroll whenever and while said Frank lives with him in said
home, and Ten Dollars a month to be also paid by said trustee to said Mary for her services - therein while she
lives there, and whenever such home shall cease to be occupied permanently by both said Frank and said
Mary it shall be discontinued and thereupon the payment of said several sums therefore shall cease, and in
lieu thereof my said trustee shall thereafter pay said Carroll an annuity of one hundred dollars as long as he
lives.

Fourth: I give to the Reverend Patrick D. Gill as pastor of the Church of our Lady of Mt. Carmel and to his
successor as such pastor Two Hundred Dollars to be expended on masses for the repose of the soul of my
departed wife Catharine and of my own soul.

Fifth: I give to such of the persons next named as shall be living at my death and only to such of them as shall
there be living the following sums namely.

To my niece Mary A. Mahony of Ballybunion County Kerry Ireland, daughter of my deceased sister Ellen
Mahony, One Thousand Dollars.
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To my nephew Richard Mahony of the same place brother of said Mary. Five hundred Dollars.

To my grand niece Mary Agnes Mahony daughter of said Richard now residing with me. Five hundred
Dollars.

To my niece Honora Hudson (commonly called Nora Hudson) of Listowel County Kerry Ireland. Five
hundred Dollars.

To my niece Mamie Gallavan wife of John Gallavan of Brooklyn New York and daughter of my deceased
brother Edward Hudson. Five hundred Dollars.

To my nephew Thomas Quinn of Toronto Canada son of my sister Mary Walters. Five Hundred dollars.

To my niece Nellie Quinn of Toronto Canada sister of said Thomas Quinn. Five hundred dollars.

To my niece Annie Burns of Toronto Canada daughter of my wife's sister Honora Burns. Five hundred dollars.
To my niece Kate Gorman sister of said Annie Burns. Five hundred dollars.

To my niece Annie Walsh of Cincinnati Ohio daughter of my wife's brother William Walsh. Five hundred
dollars.

But if any of said last named legatees do not survive me then the sum above intended for any such deceased
legatees shall become part of the trust estate hereinafter provided for. Said legacies shall be no charge on any
of my real estate purchasers of which shall be exempt from any duty respecting said legacies. My trustee
hereinafter named, shall pay said legacies out of the corpus of my estate, without interest, in such reasonable
prices without sacrifice, will enable him, and he may pay the same in the rata installments as funds may be so
realized and whenever there is any income to spare he may apply such towards said legacies.

Sixth: Should said Patrick D. Gill die or fail to assume or at any time reign or relinquish the trust by this Will
committed to him, then I appoint the Reverend Andrew Croke of Chicago aforesaid to be his successor in
such trust with all the estate power authority and discretion conferred on said first named trustee, and I direct
that no bond or security be required from either the Reverend Mr. Gill or the Reverend Mr. Croke.

Seventh: Whenever it shall be necessary to appoint a trustee to take and execute said trust in place of or in
succession to any other trust [ empower my said son Frank to make such appointment, but any such appointee
shall give good and sufficient bond in double the value of said trust estate at the time of such appointment.
Such appointment shall be in writing executed acknowledged and recorded as conveyances of real estate are
there required to be made and the person or corporation so appointed shall succeed to and take all the estate
and powers given herein to said first named trustee and upon the same trust discretion and freedom.

Eighth: I nominate the Reverend Patrick D. Gill to be Executor of this will and direct that he shall not be
required to give any security for the performance of his duties as Executor.

In witness whereof | have to this my last Will and Testament consisting of five sheets of paper subscribed my
name and set my seal this 8th day of December 1901.

William's family was definitely connected to my Hudson family (of Bungagara; Kilbaha; and Tralee) but I do
not know exactly how. According to the notes of Hudson researcher Bill Hudson, William had "given"
Maggie Hudson of Chicago her wedding (she was a member of my Hudson family and was married to
George Murray). Presumably this meant he paid for Maggie's wedding. Maggie was a granddaughter of
Richard Hudson and Margaret Finucane (my great-great-great-grandparents) and, according to Bill, referred
to William as "Uncle William". However this appears to have been a term of affection rather an indication of
an uncle-niece relationship, but it does suggest a blood connection between the two families. William G.
HUDSON and Catherine WALSH were married about 1874 in probably Illinois.

Catherine WALSH, daughter of 'unknown' WALSH, was born about 1841 in Ireland. She died on 6 Mar
1901 at the age of 60 in 437 Evanston Avenue, Chicago. She was buried in Calvary Cemetery, Evanston,
Ilinois. According to the 1900 census, Catherine emigrated to the United States in 1847, i.e. when she was
about 11 years of age. She appears to have met her future husband, William, while working as a housekeeper
at the boarding house in Chicago in which William was living.

Bill Hudson, in his work 'The Hudsons of Ballyeagh' tells us "Catherine had a sister, Mrs. Honora Burns of
Toronto, Canada, and a brother, William Walsh of Cincinnati, Ohio."
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William G. HUDSON and Catherine WALSH had the following child:

Margaret A. DINAN, 31 Dec 1898, Chicago, Illinois; married Marie (Mae) CRILLY, 26

32. Mortimer HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 4 Jan 1838 in Warren,
Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. He was christened on 6 Jan 1838 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. He died on
28 Mar 1884 at the age of 46 in Listowel, Co. Kerry. Mortimer's baptismal sponsor was Margaret Dillane. As
Mortimer was an unusual name in the Hudson family, it is likely that it was a traditional name on Mortimer's
mother's side, i.e. in the Galvin family, as I have seen several Mortimer Galvins from north Kerry in 19th
century documents/transcripts.

From Bill Hudson's work 'The Hudsons of Ballyeagh', we learn that "Mortimer's father shared a little over 4
acres with two other men. Seemingly he died when Mortimer was in his teens and his widowed mother and
unmarried children went to live with various relatives and friends. Mortimer Hudson apparently remained in
the area with his older sister, Mrs Ellen Mahony, and her husband, Synan Mahony, of the neighboring
townland of Killehenny. Presumably he remained with the Mahonys until his brother-in-law's death [which
occurred sometime before 1873]. In 1874 an Edmund Mahony became the responsible taxpayer of the
Mabhonys' Killehenny house. The change might have resulted in Mortimer moving to the neighboring
townland of Ballybunion."

After his marriage to Kate, the couple started up a drapery business located at 24 Church St., Listowel, Co.
Kerry. Kate continued to run the business following

Mortimer's death from epilepsy in 1884 at the age of 46. Mortimer HUDSON and Catherine (Kate) CARR
were married on 9 Jan 1875 in Listowel, Co. Kerry. One of the witnesses to the marriage was Mortimer
Galvin. This is likely to have been Mortimer Hudson's probable first cousin. Witnesses to the marriage were
James Horgan and Mortimer Galvin.

Catherine (Kate) CARR, daughter of Timothy CARR, was born about 1844. She died on 8 Nov 1897 at the
age of 53 in Church St., Listowel, Co. Kerry. She was buried in Kilehenny Churchyard, Ballybunion, Co.
Kerry. Kate died of “morbus cardis” and “cerebal embolism” at the age of 53.

The Kerry Sentinel published an obituary for Kate on 17 November 1897 which states she died on 8
November 1897 at her residence on Church St. The chief mourners were "Messrs P and J Sheehy, Ballyduft; J
Sheehy, T Carr, P Long, T Nolan, R Mahony, P Sullivan (nephews of the deceased); J Carr, chemist, Tralee; N
Hudson, M Hudson, J Horgan, P Wall, P D Griffin, ] McKenna, T McAuliffe, the Misses Whelan, ] Moloney,
Michael Sweeney, ] McMahon, J Cain, and - (sic) Farrell." It is possible the "N Hudson" is her daughter,
Hanora/Nora, although it is surprising that she is not listed first.

Mortimer HUDSON and Catherine (Kate) CARR had the following child:

33. Catherine (Kate) HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 7 May 1841 in
Warren, Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. She was christened on 9 May 1841 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry.

She died on 5 Oct 1888 at the age of 47 in Philadelphia. Catherine was buried on 9 Oct 1888 in probably Old
Cathedral Cemetery, Philadelphia. I have also been told by a family source that Kate was born in 1848. Could
it be that there was a Catherine born to Edward and Mary in 1841 who died as a child and Edward and Mary
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subsequently had a daughter in 1848 whom they named Catherine?
Kate emigrated to the United States where she lived for a time with her cousin Frances (Frank) Hudson

(c.1873-1890) in Philadelphia. Kate and Frank were probably first cousins but I am not entirely sure about
this. Catherine (Kate) HUDSON and 'unknown' MCKAY/MACKEY were married.

'unknown' MCKAY/MACKEY was born (date unknown).
'unknown' MCKAY/MACKEY and Catherine (Kate) HUDSON had the following child:

34. Mary HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 1842 in Warren, Ballyeagh,
Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. She died on 21 Aug 1920 at the age of 78 in Toronto, Canada. Mary emigrated to
Canada around 1860 and later moved to Illinois with husband, Thomas, and at least one child. Given the age
gap between their children Mary and Nellie below, it is likely Mary and Thomas had more children than the
four listed. Mary eventually moved back to Canada, probably after Thomas's death. Mary HUDSON and
Thomas QUINN were married on 1 May 1866 in York, Ontario.

Thomas QUINN, son of James QUINN and Bridget MCLAUGHLIN, was born about 1840 in Ireland. He
died about 1876 at the age of 36 in Chicago, Illinois.

Thomas QUINN and Mary HUDSON had the following children:

James WALTERS, son of James WALTERS, was born about 1828 in England. He died on 14 Jan 1907 at
the age of 79 in Toronto, Canada.

35. John HUDSON (Edmund/Edward-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 29 Aug 1846 in Warren,
Ballyeagh, Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. He was christened on 31 Aug 1846 in Ballybunion, Co. Kerry. He died
after 24 Jan 1905 at the age of 58. John emigrated to the United States in 1875 (according to the 1900
census). He settled in Brooklyn, New York where he worked in a variety of jobs, including as a grocer,
shoemaker and porter (from the birth records of three of his children). John HUDSON and Mary Elizabeth
MCNULTY were married about 1878 in New York.

Mary Elizabeth MCNULTY, daughter of James MCNULTY and Isabella 'UNKNOWN', was born about
1852 in Ireland. She died on 24 Jan 1905 at the age of 53 in Brooklyn, New York. Mary emigrated to the
United States 1n 1870, according to the 1900 census.

John HUDSON and Mary Elizabeth MCNULTY had the following children:
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Mary HUDSON was born about 1879 in Brooklyn, New York. She died before 24 Sep
1883 at the age of 4. Mary died as a child.

James HUDSON was born on 5 Dec 1881 in Brooklyn, New York. He died on 2 Jan 1893
at the age of 11 in 59 Tillary St., Brooklyn, New York.

Mary Emily HUDSON, born 24 Sep 1883, 261 Jay St., Brooklyn, New York; married
James J. FARRELL, abt 1904; died 30 Oct 1918, 1867 W 4th St., Brooklyn, New York.
Edward HUDSON was born on 21 Jun 1885 in 166 Willoughby St., Brooklyn, New York.
It appears Edward spent a long stretch of time in Sing Sing prison in New York state. Prison
records have been found for an Edward Hudson, alias Edward Palmer, alias Mortimer
Hudson who had a sister, Mrs. Farrell, of 445 51st St., Brooklyn, New York, which was
Edward's sister Jane Farrell's address in the 1910 census.

Isabella Victoria HUDSON was born about 1888 in Brooklyn, New York. She died on 19
Jun 1904 at the age of 16 in 16 Dean St., Brooklyn, New York.

Mortimer HUDSON was born on 23 Sep 1889 in 59 Tillary St., Brooklyn, New York.
John HUDSON was born about 1891 in Brooklyn, New York. He died possibly 16 Feb
1894 at the age of 3. We think John died on 16 February 1894 because we have found a
death record for a John Hudson who died aged two in the Babies Hospital on Lexington
Avenue, Manhattan on this date, This John's mother's name was Mary Hudson. We think
John died on 16 February 1894 because we have found a death record for a John Hudson
who died at the age of two in the Babies Hospital on Lexington Avenue, Manhattan on that
date. This John's mother's name was Mary Hudson (her address was 158 W 24th St.,
Brooklyn).

Helen Grace HUDSON was born in Mar 1895 in Brooklyn, New York.

36. Bridget? (Biddy) CAPLIS (Mary Hudson-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born in Sep 1819 in probably
Co. Tipperary. She was christened on 16 Sep 1819 in Murroe, Boher and Abington Catholic Church, Co.

Limerick.

Laurence O'CONNOR was born about 1819 in Murroe, Co. Limerick.

Besides his Dingle practice Robert
had dispensaries in Ventry and Murreigh, both near Dingle, and he provided medical attention to the people
of the Blasket Islands, once being marooned there for a week due to rough weather. Robert spent 36 years
working in the Dingle area. He lived at Bridge House in Dingle until about 1906 when he retired to Tralee,
moving back to to Gortmore House, his old family home on Strand St.

Robert owned a number of properties in and around Tralee (on the Mall, Castle St., Dominick St.,
Blennerville and Blackpoole), which eventually passed to his daughter Saidie.

A Gerald Hudson with an address of the poor house in Dingle, son of a Robert Hudson and a Mary Kennedy,
was baptised (Catholic) on 24 August 1874 in Dingle with a sponsor named Bridget Hannafin. Given the
timing and the father's name, could Gerald have been our Robert's son? We have no further information on
Gerald. Robert HUDSON and Maria L. A. MASON were married on 8 Jan 1885 in Kilflynn, Co. Kerry.
Witnesses to the marriage were Richard Huggard and Edward Hudson. The marriage was solemnised by the
Rev. Charles Conry, Church of Ireland curate of Ardfert.

Maria L. A. MASON, daughter of John MASON and Elizabeth (Lizzie) Anne HUGGARD, was born about
13 Sep 1855 in Dingle, Co. Kerry. She was christened on 15 Sep 1855 in Dingle, Co. Kerry. She died on 30
Apr 1956 at the age of 100 in 'Thorndene', Monkstown, Dublin. I was a baptismal date for Maria of 15
September 1856 by Hudson researcher Bill Hudson of Florida. However, a baptism record has been located
on the Irish Genealogy website, www.irishgenealogy.ie, for a Mary (Maria and Mary are synonymous) Mason
whose father's name was John and who was baptised in Dingle on 6 April 1856. According to the baptism
record, Mary's mother's name was Elizabeth (the last name is not provided).

In 1921, four years after Robert's death, Maria moved from Tralee to Dublin with her daughter Roberta and
possibly her other daughter, Saidie, leaving Gortmore House, the Hudson family home in Tralee, to the Bon
Secours order which set up a hospital on the property. After a couple of years in Dublin Maria bought
'"Thorndene' at 87 Monkstown Road in Monkstown where she lived for the rest of her life. I am told that
Maria was 101 years of age when she died in 1956 (although her age in the 1911 census is given as 48, about
eight years younger than she would have been if she had been born about 1856).

William was buried in Murhur Cemetery,
Moyvane, Co. Kerry. I am very grateful to Tom Moloney of Islandanny, Duagh, Co. Kerry for much of the
information you see below on the family of William and his wife, Johanna.

Sponsors at William's baptism were William Connor and John Connnor.

William and Johanna remained on the Hudson family farm in Kilbaha until about 1920 when they moved to
Lacca East, Kilmorna, Co. Kerry. They had purchased a 65-acre farm there on 29 March 1919 (for £2,410)
from a family by the name of Walsh. William and Johanna's eldest son, Ned, appears to have taken over the
Kilbaha farm around this time, while William and Johanna's only other surviving son, Dick, would later
inherit the farm in Lacca East.

Apparently William was a striking-looking man with a long white beard. William HUDSON and Johanna
HAYES were married on 7 Jul 1878 in St. Bartholomew's Church, Athea, Co. Limerick. Witnesses were John
Shanahan and Kate Ahern.

Johanna HAYES, daughter of John HAYES and Bridget CUNNINGHAM, was born about 28 Apr 1857 in
Dirreen, Athea, Co. Limerick. She was christened on 1 May 1857 in St. Bartholomew's Church, Athea, Co.
Limerick. She died on 13 Aug 1933 at the age of 76 in Kilbaha, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Johanna was buried in
probably Murhur Cemetery, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Johanna's baptismal sponsors were John Connor and
Catherine Cunningham.

It is not surprising that Johanna married William as they were near neighbours. Dirreen, although in a
different county, is right next to William's home townland of Kilbaha; in fact the Hudson farm shared a
boundary with part of the Hayes farm in Dirreen.

As Johanna died in Kilbaha it would appear she returned to live there sometime after William's death five
years earlier (they had farmed in Kibaha for many years before moving to Lacca East in Kilmorna around
1920). The informant on her death record was her son Ned who appears to have inherited the old Kilbaha
farm so it may have been there that Johanna died. Her death record also tells us she died of "probably heart
failure following influenza".

I am wondering if Johanna was related to the Hayes family of Templeathea (also in Athea, the parish in which
Johanna's home townland of Dirreen is located) because at least two members of the Templeathea Hayes
family married members of the family of Johanna's husband, William Hudson: Tom Hayes married William's
sister Johanna Hudson in 1881, and about 1903 Tom's second cousin James Hayes married Bridget Hudson,
daughter of William Hudson and Johanna Hayes (and niece of Johanna Hudson). My hunch is that the two
Hayes families were indeed related but I have no proof. If anyone has any further information on the family
of Johanna Hayes above, I would be very grateful if you would email HelensFamilyTrees@gmail.com.

53. Mary HUDSON (Edward (Edmond)-4, Richard-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 1846 in
Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. She died on 7 Mar 1916 at the age of 70 in Tubberturreen,
Moyvane, Co. Kerry. We are basing Mary's approximate year of birth on excerpts from the 1851 census of
Ireland which were used in determining eligibility for the old age pension,which was introduced in Ireland in
1908. From this data it appears that Mary was born about 1846. The 1911 census, however, indicates that she
was born about 1841. This census also tells us that Mary had 11 children born alive, seven of whom were
alive at the time of the census.

A copy of a death certificate has been located for a Mary MacEnery of Toberatooreen (alternative spelling of
Tubbertureen) who died of gastroenteritis on 7 March 1916 aged 75, the informant being her son Denis. The
only Mary McEnerys of a similar age living in Tubbertureen at that time - that we know of - with a son
named Denis, were Mary Hudson above and Mary Moran, wife of Mary Hudson's husband's brother Denis. It
is thought more likely that this death certificate relates to Mary Moran rather than Mary Hudson, only
because Mary McEnery (née Moran) had been removed from official property valuation records in 1918,
indicating that she had died. I have been unable to locate a death record for Mary Hudson above. Mary
HUDSON and Michael MCENERY were married on 25 Feb 1868 in Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry.
Witnesses were Edmund Hudson and John Stack.

Michael MCENERY, son of Thomas MCENERY and Johanna GALVIN, was born about 1841 in
Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. He died on 21 Mar 1887 at the age of 46 in Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co.
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Kerry. According to Griffiths Valuation records, Michael's wife, Mary, became the lessee of their
Tubbertureen farm in 1888, which probably means that Michael had died before then. As Michael's youngest
child was born in January 1887 we are assuming that Michael died between 1886 and 1888.

Around 1909 the farm had been purchased by the family and was held in the names of Michael and Mary's
sons, Edmund (76 acres) and Jeremiah (64 acres). It is perhaps surprising that Michael and Mary's only other
surviving son to remain in Ireland does not appear to have been given a portion of the land, especially as he
was older than Jeremiah. However, around 1910, Edmund gave or sold his farm to a Denis McEnery, who we
are assuming to be Edmund's brother Denis.

Note: I have seen McEnery spelled sometimes as McEniry.
Michael MCENERY and Mary HUDSON had the following children:

171 i Thomas MCENERY was born about 18 Dec 1868 in Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry.
He was christened on 20 Dec 1868 in Moyvane, Co. Kerry. He died
before possibly 2 Apr 1911 at the age of 42 in probably Australia.
Sponsors at Thomas's baptism were William Hudson and Bridget
Connor.

We are told that Thomas emigrated to Australia. It is believed that he
| died before April 1911 as the Irish census of that year tells us that

| Thomas's parents had 11 children born alive, seven of whom were
| still alive at the time of the census but we believe that these did not
include Thomas. Whereas we have evidence of seven being alive after
the 1911 census (Mary Ann, John, Edmund, Johanna, Bridget, Denis
and Jeremiah), we have not come across any proof that Thomas was still alive after this

time.

It is believed that Michael died young.

She died on 3 Feb 1890 at the age
of 11 in Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. Sponsors at Hanora's baptism were Jeremiah
Hudson and Johanna Hayes.

Hanora died at the age of 11 of "delicate health", the duration of which was "about 3
months".

181 xi William MCENERY was born on 6 Jan 1887 in Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. He
was christened on 8 Jan 1887 in Moyvane, Co. Kerry. He died on 8 Jun 1887 at the age of 0
in Tubbertureen, Moyvane, Co. Kerry. William's baptismal sponsors were Denis McEnery
and Johanna Hudson.

William died at the age of five months of "dentition [teething infection] (1 month) and
cerebral disease (about 14 days)".

54. Edmond HUDSON (Edward (Edmond)-4, Richard-3, Richard-2, William-1) was born about 1849 in
Kilbaha, Newtownsandes (Moyvane), Co. Kerry. He died on 11 Jan 1878 at the age of 29 in Palmerston St.,
Melbourne. Edmond emigrated to Australia around 1870 and settled in the Melbourne area. His occupation
on his marriage certificate and that of his son James (although Edmond had died long before James's
marriage) is given as "cab proprietor”". Edmond's name on James's marriage certificate is Edward and that is
the name he appears to have gone by after his marriage.

Edmond was only about 28 years of age when he died at his home on Palmerston St. in Melbourne. His death
certificate tells us he was a labourer and died of "phthisis pulmonalis" (tuberculosis) from which he had been
suffering for nine months.

Edward's younger son, also named Edward, was born just a few weeks after his death. Edmond HUDSON
and Ann (Annie) O'CONNOR were married on 12 Jun 1875 in St. Ignatius' Church, Richmond, Victoria.

Ann (Annie) O'CONNOR, daughter of James O'CONNOR and Catherine (Katie) LARKIN, was born about
13 Oct 1849 in Knockbrane, Lixnaw, Co. Kerry. She died on 4 Jul 1878 at the age of 28 in Melbourne. She
was buried in Melbourne General Cemetery. Annie's marriage certificate also tells us she worked as a servant
and her "usual" address was Melbourne, while the usual address of her husband, Edmond (also known as
Edward), was Carlton. Witnesses to the marriage were James Lane and Ellen [very difficult to decipher but
could be] Mahoney. Could James Lane have been a relative of Annie's first cousin Maurice Lane, whose
daughter Nora would, many years later, marry Annie and Edmond's son James?

Annie died aged only 29, just six months after the death of Edmond. As Edmond had died of tuberculosis,
which is contagious, it is possible that Annie also succumbed to the disease, and perhaps also her infant son,
Edward, who died seven months after Annie at the age of just 12 months.

A newspaper notice following Annie's death read "The Friends of the late Mrs. ANN HUDSON (widow of
the late Mr. Edward Hudson) are respectfully invited to follow her remains to the place of Interment,
Melbour
